Accord-
ingly she was brought up, but the health
officer, Dr. Wickwire, was very shortly on
hand and ordered the ship out into the
stream, refusing to allow any passengers to
land or any one to go on board. The mails
were landed and fumigated on the wharf.
The mail elerk, too, landed with ‘his bag-
gage and left for the Upper Provinces in
the mail train at 5 o’clock, three hours after
the steamer arrived. The Dominion
Emigration Agent, Rev. Dr. Clﬁ_y, was on
hand in pursuance of his duty, and on being
demied admission to the steamer insisted on
going on board and had to be: forcibly!
expelled. The steamer remained anchored
in the stream ali day, and Dr. Wickwire
obtained a tug, with aecoveréd boat in tow,
and going out to the steamer had the
patient placed in the boat and removed to
the quarantine hospital on Lawlor’s Island.
