AN ALBANIAN REVIEW.

A PICTURESQUE SCENE OF STRIKING

SOLEMNITY.

A writer in Black wood’s

* Magazine thus describes a re-

view of Albanian troops in
Southern Epirus: The levee
ended, we mounted our horses
and rode over the plain,round-
ing the spur which is projected
inty it from the western ridge
of hills, toward Mazaraki, where
a great gathering of theTchamis
had been convoked. The care-
tul cultivation of the soil, and
the number of villages clustering
on theslopes of the mountains,
showed how populous this dis~
trict is. Most of the notables of
Margariti accompanied thePasha
mounted on every variety of
horse and mule;even the modest
donkey was not unrepresented
in the cavalcade,which glittered

"in the sunshine with the rain:

bow tints of oriental dress. Some
hundred bold mountaineers on
foot careered merrily in front of
us, uttering wild war whoops,
and discharging in the air their
bell mounted pistols and ancient
matchlocks with interminable
barrels.

After a couple of hours smart
riding we reached the meadow
where the demonstration was to
take place. It was, indeed, a
striking spectacle. Not less than
2,000 Albanians had responded
tothe call. As we took up our
places on the carpets which had
been spread for the Pasha’s
party under the shadowing
branches of an olive grove,which
fringed two sides of the meadow,
the whole assemblage rose to
their feet and saluted their
leader with a long, low shout.
The scene was one of passing
solemnity. The picturesque
groups of mountaineers, their
red caps and white fustanelles
contrasting with the green mea-
dow, their strange uncouth
weapons gigaming in the sun
shine, the gray houses of Maza..
raki nestling among trees on the
slopes of the western hills, the
wooded heights behind them,
and in the back ground distant
ranges of blue mountains rising
tier above tier against the brillis.
ant sky. :

Qur hgst rose in response to
the acclfshations of the meeting,
no longer the stolid Turkish
Pasha, but the enthusiastic pat..
rviot, and as the winged words
flew from his lips, he seemed to
breathe his very soul into the
assembled multitude,un_til when
the closing sentence i.ell upon
them, every man toolg it up and
repeated it with the full power
of 2,000 healthy lungs, * Long
live the autonomy of Albania!”
Then came a striking ntlc_ldent.

mong the mountalneers
gathercéd on the meadow there
were many who belonged to
villages and families between
whom there existed ancient
feuds. Solemnly these bitter
foes walked up toward thel’asha
and bound themselves over,with
the kiss of peace,ta abdure their

uarrels for evermore,in view of
the national peril. Such a thing
has never beea seen, the Pagha

Wr.
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told me, within the memory of
man. ;

“ A1id look there,” he added,
pointing to a small knot of
mountaineers, *‘ those are Chris..
tiars. Hitherto they have al..
ways held aloof from their Mus..
sulman neighbors, but to day
they have come unsolicited to
jomn in the common demonstra..
tion. There are not manyChris..
tians in the Tchamouri, but
when arms are distributed I shall
give them with the same confi..
dence to Boutro (Peter) as to
Ahmed. For,mind you, itis not

ith those old matchlocks that
they can fight the Greeks, how..
ever brave and fearless they may
be. The gist of my speech was
that the nation was in danger,
and that I had come to supply
them with arms and organize
their resistance, that they might
defend the liberties of a united
and independent Albania.”

Unable to deny the fact, they
say the result 1s due to exces—
sive ‘“taxation ;” and then of
course they demand the reduc-
tion of the rate of taxation in the
name of suffering people. Now,
as Mr Mackenzie himself con-
tended, the weight of taxation
must be judged in reference to
the wealth of the peoplein years
past.

But supposing that the Op-
position have some ground tor
exclaiming against the taxation,
there are other replies to give.
In the first place, Sir Richard
Cartwright pledged his reputa..

{tion to the statement that the

new tariff could not raise a rev—
enue; that the combining of
protection and revenue was a
perfectly “impossible problem.”
Yet -the problem has been solv-
ed. In the next place, would
the people have escaped from
taxation if the Grits had been
returned ? We doubt it. What
did Sir Richard Cartwright
mean when he said he was going
lo raise $31,000,000 before 1881?
Did he expect to get it for noth-
ing? What did he mean when
he asked the people to “make
sacrifices” to build the Pacific
railway, and when he told them
it was a great moral gain for
them to be able to make “sacri-
fices ” in the public interests?
Did he not mean taxation, and
nothing else? Of course he did.
We have the confession.of all the
leaders that if they had come in-
to power they would have been
compelled to raise tke rate of
taxation. We have the state-
ment of Mr Charlton that under
the next Grit Government the
taxes may be *“even higher.”
We know that they raised the
taxes in 1874. We know thai
they proposed to raise them in
I876. And we have the fullest
assurances from them all that
when they have the chance they
will, while keeping up the rate
of taxation, which cannot be
diminished, so arrange the taritf
that industry shall have no
fosterirg, capital no security,
enterprise no field, and labour
no employment. 1t the public
like the prospect they will keep
yearning after the rule of Sir
Richard Cartwright, who will
certainly guide the fiscal policy

ef his party.

A WOREMAN'S AWFUL FATE.

A truly horrible iucident is re-
ported in theViennese papers as
having taken place a few days
ago in the great paper mill of
Messrs Gellerth & Fuerth, at
Pilsau. - 1t having been reported
to the manager ot that establish-
ment that the great steam boiler
was foul and the furnaces re..
quired cleaning, he caused the
fires to be extinguished, and
employed a gang of workmen to
execute the neccssary cleansing
operations. One of the laborers.
a powerful young fellow of
nineteen, named Anthony Kacz-
ander, after toiling hard at his
share of the job for several con-
secutive hours, lay down in the
huge air pipe, running under the
main furnace, intending to
snatch a few minutes rest. He
must have fallen into a deep
sleep ; for, when the masons in—
structed to brick up the end of
the pipe later on in the day car..
ried out their orders, he made
no sign. Assoon as the furnace
was pronounced to be again in
working order the stokers were
instructed to light the fires, and
did so. Presently Kaczander
was missed in the mill. Search-
for him was instructed, but in
vain. Next morning it appears
to have occurred to one of his
fellow workmen that he might
have crept into :the air pipe.
Upon this suggestion being
communicated to the manager,
steps were at once taken to
break into the closed mouth of
the tube ; and, sure enough, the
charred skeleton of Anthony
Kaczander was discovered lying
close to the issue, bricked up
during his heavy slumber of the
previous afternoon. What the
poor fellow must have under-
gone while being slowly baked
alive is almost too terrible to
think of.
