DEATH OF FATHEÊ
FITZ-HENRY

Rev. R H. Fitz-Henry, C. S. C., 
one of Quelec’e most accomplished 
sons, was accidentally drowned at 
Kingston, Ont., and was buried at 
Quebec on Wednesday. Deceased, 
after a brilliant course of studies 
in St. Patrick’# school, Quebec, 
entered St, Laurent College and 
followed a classical course, obtain­
ing the degree of B. A., and win­
ning first prize.
