Peter’s, has 
received from M. C. Cameron, M.P., an 
exquisite and valuable gift,being a cruci­
fix and chalice1, procured at Tivola, 
Italy, by Monseigneur T. Kirby, bishop 
of Tita, and sent from hie residence, the 
Irish college of historical note, and spe­
cially blessed by Bis Holiness, P q>o 
Leo XIEl, for the- recipient. Rev. Fr. 
Watters. The gift wa*consigned to M. 
C. Cameron, M. P., thrn-ugji the agency 
of Messrs. Hanaly & Clx .bankers, Rome. 
The crucifix is of ebony, artistically in­
laid with Mosaic work, in cardinal and 
blue diamonds, on which are represented 
the different implement»- of torture used 
at thé crucifixion. The figure of Christ 
crucified is of ivory, oê empilait» work­
manship, the crown of thorns, being |>ar- 
ticuiarly fine. The centre of the cross 
surrounding the head!, i» ornamented 
with rays repreecntiag the halo of glory. 
The base of the crucifix is sorti*muted 
at the top by two aegels. seat*! at either 
corner. In the centre is a gill shield, on 
which the “ETcce Homo ’ ia represented. 
Around -the bottom, of the base i» repre­
sented in gilt the Via Cruris,, and is 
supported by lion’s claw» of gold. On 
the top of the crose- is a scroll with the 
letters L N. R. 1 The corner» of the 
crucifix are handsomely finished with 
gold.4* The chalice i» of gold, and ia 
about Ik fee* high. The haw has a 
wreath of leaves encircling it, among 
which head* of ajigels are interspersed, 
and ab.ive these stand the figures ol 
Abraham, Bloees and Aaron, the pillars 
of the Mosaic law. 'Çhe centre of the 
chalice is composed of pülur», in w hich a 
statuette of the Madonna stands, sur­
mounted by the cup, on which “Our 
Lord’s Supper” is beautifully .represent­
ed in the chasing.
