The hsalth, in the
opinion of doctors familiar with the aub-
jeet, would be in no wise impaired, and
the vigor as salisfactory as ever. This
feat, however, would be i aible with
nothing but the white br sopplied at
the present time. De. Hammond, of
this city, on one occasion tried tq live on
starch. At the end of ten days he was
forced to give up his attempt. An ex-
cess of starch will cause Bright's disease
of the kidneys and paralysis. The re-
ports and statistios of the Massachusetts
board of education show that two-thirds
of the children under ten years of age in
every civilized community are found with
diseased teeth.
This is not the case with the Indian
children in the Indian territories, and
this fact is accounted for by the circum-
stanoe that the Indians live vpon wheat,
which supplies food for the teeth. Wich
the wealthy of the metrovolis bread dces
not form a very large constituent of our
daily food. But with tha poorer people
it is the sine qua non of exstence, and
in many miserable districts nothing else
is eaten, The smaller bakers ape the
peculiarities of their more thriving fra-
ternity. They see that white bread is
the fashion in the upper part of the city,
and they are determined not to be out-
done. Thoy adulterate their bread to
make it white, wnile, by using the entire
wheat instead of merely the keruel, their
bread would be wholesome and health-
giving, and its brown color, to which
prople would b speedily tom-
ed, would need need no adulteration,
*“The outside part of the wheat is most
nutritious,” said Dr. Carleton, “but irs
use is entirely discouraged, owing to the
fact that housekeepers will' use mothing
but white bread. The very best part of
the wheat is utterly utterly rejected, and
bread is no longer capable of sustaining
life alone,”
The white flour contained in ordinary
bread contains no sulphur, while the
flour ‘made from the entire wheat has
1.5 pacts in 1000. One of ‘the late com-
missioners of Indian affairs, Hon. G. P.
Smith, declared that he never saw a
bald-headed Indian, and the physicians
account for this by the fact that the In-
dians est wheat. Hair contains from
