REVEAL THE PLANS OF
BIG PACKING MERGER

Details of Alleged Attempt to Control
Meat Trade Exposed—Plan Origin-
ated in thé Year 1902—Packers
Held Meetings in Chicago to Dis-
cuss Their Plans.

Chicago, Nec. 26—Details of the
plan for the $500,000,000 merger of
the Armour, Swift and Morris inter-
ests .'in 1902 by -which the govern-
ment contends it was sought to con-
trol the nfedt industry of the country,
were revealed today in the trial of the
ten Chicago paekers before  United
States District Judge George Carpen-
ter. The contract which was dated
May 21, 1902, was read fo the jury
and offered in evidence by counsel for
the government. The original agree-
ment was produced in court by Albert
H. Veeder, attorney for Switt & Co.,
who was called by the government as
its first witness.

Attorney Veeder testified that the
plans for the merger were abandoned
and that in March, 1903, the National
Packing Company was organized to
operate certain independent packing
companies purchased with a view of
inclhiding them in the big company.

Harry Oska WilE Go Up to Supreme
Court' on a Charge of Atte pting
to Kill Lena Himke—Evidence
Taken in Case,

(From Tuesday's Daily)

At the close of a hearing in police
court yesterday aiternoon, Magistrate
Cowan committed Harry Oska for
trial in the supreme court on a charge
of attempted murder of Lena Himko
al the St. ElImo hotel; December 4,
last. Both the defendant and the com-
plainant aré Ruthenians and the ser-
vices of an interpreter were neces-
sary. While gradually recovering
from the effects of the knife wounds
she received, Mrs. Himko was still
weak and moved about with some dif-
ficulty.

I’rom the testimony of the com-
plainant it appearéd that her hus-
band left her four years ago and she
conducted a farm, near Edmonton,
alone, with the assistancé of a hired
man at irregular intervals. She had
known Oska in the old country, where
his wife now resides. He worked for
Mrs. Himko for two winters. She
came go the city one year ago since
which time she testified he has been
quite -persistent in his attentions; He
wanted her to live with him.

Called at St. Elmo,

More recently Mrs. Himko has been
employed as chambermaid at the St.
Hlmo  where @ska called and went
direct to her roonmi. Under the ques-
tioning of Crown Prosecutor Cogs-
well the complainant recalled that
Oska told her that he was going to
the old country and she replied it
made no difference to her. After a
little more c¢commonpldee conversa-
tion she deelared that ¢ v struck
her in the face with his ! <. knock-
ing heér over on the bed. 1.c then drew
a jackknife from his rocket and stab-
bed- her twice: inflictinT a wornd in
the left side, about two £ 2 half
incheg in depth, and anbther cut on
the lower lid of the right eye, from
which she bled profusely. Before
wieidlng the knife Oska was quoted
by the witness as threatening to kill
Mrs. Himko.

Heard the Screams,

Robert Shields, a cook testified that
he heard c¢ries coming from the room
occupied by Mrs. Himko and  upon
going to the door found Oska stand-
ing over her with an open knife in
his hand; Shields caught Oska by the
arm but the latter pulled away and
ran down the fire escape in the rear
of the building. Oska was arrésted in
the afternoon of -the same day.

Dr. Robertson told the magistrate
that had the wound been inflicted an
inch ‘lower the knife would have
penetrated the stomach, making a
more. serious case.

Ceonstable Shryer gave evidence to
the efféct that shortly after the arrest
was. made ‘Oska admitted to him and
anotherofficer, both of whom speak
the Ruthenianglanguage, that he stab-
bed Mrs. ‘Himko,,but he was s6 excit-
ed at the'time“the alleged crime was
committed ' he' coult pot -~ remember

what he usedin inflicting the wounds.
He thoughtsit was a lead pencil. Oska
also told the officers that' he had
lived ‘with -Mrs. Himko .two years.

No Witnosses for Defence.

Solicitor Wallbridge, who appeared
for-Oska, did not call any witnesses
for -thé defense.

Ther case will probably be tried in
the higher court some time in Fébru-
ary, ‘the exact date for which will be
fixed later.

When
Mr. McGlade arrived home on Satur-
day he was taken ill and it was found
when a doctor was called that he had
contracted smallpox.

TO MOVE HEAD OFFICE,

Union Bank Decides to Move Head
Office to Winnipeg—Pest Year
Best in Bank’s History.

The Union Bank of Canada, whose
47th annual meeting was held in
Quebec on December 18th, is rapidly
becoming-one of our leading financial
institutions. An examination of the
financial report shows that the pank
had net earnings for the year of
$862,000, equal to 14 per cent. on the
average paid-up. capital -during the
year. These profits show an increase
of almost 50 per cent. over the earn-
ings of the previous year. Other de-
partments of theé bank’s activities also
show large increases over the figures
for the previous year, The notes of
the bank in circulation increased
from §$3,200,000  to '$4,490,000, the
total deposits increased from 3%7,-
400,000 to $45,232,000, the pald-up
capital from $4,000,000 to $4,914,000,
the rest account from $2.400,000 to
$3,067,000 and the total assets from
$47,455,000 to $58,434,000.
