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Thoughts Upon 
the Times.

The official record of the table of 

imports from January 1st to March 
8th show, In comparison with last 
year, a considerable falling off in 
nearly all the principal articles of 
foodstuffs and other necessaries Im­
ported into the Dominion. The flg-
ures should be interesting to every-
one and are as follows:—

This may mean that We are eating 

less food and burning less coal, but 
it is very doubtful if it is the real rea­
son. The tonnage problem no doubt 
accounts for it hi some measure, but 
in either case the revenue, which is 
our mainstay, suffers in consequence.

Potatoes are now very scarce in 
town. This does not mean there are 
none in the country. Thousands of 
barrels of potatoes are lying in the 
cellars of the people of this country, 
particularly on the West Coast The 
low price offered for potatoes last 
fall and the high cost of transporta­
tion made people store their potatoes. 
They will move out as soon as the 
price advances and transportation 
rates are reduced. The Food Control 
Board might have done something to- 
help the farmers in this respect last 
year but they remained inactive. The,

only thing they did was to publish a 
proclamation ordering potatoes to be 
sold by weight and not by measure. 
Absolutely nothing was done to en­
force this, and potatoes are still be­
ing sold at 20 cents per gallon mea­
sure in nearly every grocery store in 
town.

With reference to food conserva­
tion, it may be well to mention that 
tens of thousands of cases of milk 
were salved from the cargoes of the 
steamers that were lost on the South­
ern Shore last year. It is rumored 
that one interested party—a member 
of the Executive Government by the 
way—exported over ten thousand 
cases of milk last year. In view of 
the fact that our imports of food of 
all kinds from Canada and the States 
will be very much restricted in fu­
ture, was it ^ wise policy to have 
sent all this milk out of the country.

The Food Control Board should have 
stepped in and done something really 
useful. We shall find it difficult to 
get all the milk we require this year 
and will have to pay higher prices 
for it too.

The demand for Newfoundland her­
ring put up in the Scotch Cure method 
continues to improve in New York. 
Many people seem to think that this 
demand will continue after the war 
is over. For the sake of the future of 
the country we all hope it will. But 
it is absolutely necessary for us to 
know, not only everything about the 
curing and marketing of this quality 
of herring, but whether the herring 
itself is the same in fibre and flavour 
as the Scotch cure herring. Those who 
have studied this question say it is 
not, and that after the war the real 
Scotch cured herring will again take 
its place on the American market in

preference to the Newfoundland fish. 
Perhaps it will. But there is one class 
of customer which we are likely to 
retain after the war and that is the 
Russian Jew. We should do our best 
to cater to the tastes of this gentle­
man. He will continue to be our best 
customer for herring.

It is a great pity that there should 
be trouble between the Government 
and the herring packers of N. D. Bay 
Just now. The law’ relating to the ex­
act date on which herring should be 
packed as Scotch cure should be re­
laxed this year as N. D. Bay is the 
ohly place where herring are plentiful. 
It is an important food, and thousands 
of people are looking to us for a sup­
ply of this food. Whilst the Govern­
ment should do all in its power to see 
that a number one article is packed 

! for export, it should also encourage

the packing of all the herring possible 
this winter.

No class of men in Newfoundland 
have to go through more danger and 
hardship than our winter mail cour­
iers. They have to be out in all kinds 
of wind and weather and travel 
through desert country miles away 
from human habitation as well as over 
Arctic ice floes. Often times they run 
great risks. They are being wretched­
ly paid for the very valuable public 
service which they perform.
