C. T., and the Secretary of the said 
Victoria Temple with their corporate 
seal attached thereto. .After some dis­
cussion the Council were of opinion they 
could not interfere in the mutter, but the 
Reeve and Mr. Dunbar were appointed a 
committee, io examine the statements 
made anil to report to the next meeting 
of Council. On motion tho Council ad­
journed to meet again at tho Centre Inn 
on a call from the Clerk.
