No Official Advice, Says Borden.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier said that 
the premier’s answer did not cover the 
case. He did not believe that a com­
mission could properly deal with the 
matter. It was only appointed to cover 
the dispute as to the rights to the 
Indian land. Sir Wilfrid admitted 
that Where the reserve lay close to a 
city It was desirable to remove it The 
Indians were only 4n Impediment to 
development but their rights must he 
protected. It seemed to him that the 
Indians had received an altogether in­
adequate amount for the reserve. 
Everything might be all right but the 
question ought to be investigated be­
fore the surrender was finally con­
summated.

The 
late, government, Mr. Rogers said, ap­
parently had confidence In Sir Richard 
McBride a* that time, and so had the 
present government today. At the 
same time the Indian department had 
not yet given the proposed surrender 
by the Indians consideration and at all 
events It was properly a matter for the 
Indian commission to pass upon.

Guthrie Commend» Oliver.
Hugh Guthrie, of South Wellngton, 

commended the course followed by Mr. 
Oliver in bringing the matter before 
the house. So much of a questionable 
nature on the part of the government 
had already been brought to light this 
session, he said, that it was wise that 
notice should b* given to transactions 
such as that referred to by Mr. Oliver. 
In this connection Mr. Guthrie spoke 
of the case of the man Landry, who 
had been appointed to office by the 
government when a convicted criminal 
and had then been released by the gov­
ernment from jail. The defence set 
up for the government’s course, he 
said, had been that the ministers did 
not know the facts of the case. Simil­
arly, Mr. Rogers had attempted to ex­
cuse the Donaldson deal on the score 
that he had not known the facts of 
the matter so the opposition did well 
to draw attention to matters such as 
hat now under discussion. Mr. Guthrie 
agreed with Sir Wilfrid Laurier that 
the scope of the Indian commission is 
simply to investigate the question of 
property rights as between the Do­
minion and the province and he Went 
on to say that, according to newspaper 
reports, Hon. Mr. Bowser had offered 
$11,600 per Indian family for land in 
Vancouver. The attorney general, Mr. 
Guthrie claimed, had gone far be­
yond his power when he told the In­
dians to take this sum or elect to take 
nothing except some land in the inner' 
part of British Columbia. The Do­
minion government, he said, should in­
vestigate the matter and see that the 
Indians get all that Is due to them, but, 
as usual, all that comes from the cab­
ine i» tu que argument There was, 
he held, every indication that the lands 
In Vancouver were to be sold at a 
gross undervaluation. The government 
should not leave too much to Its com­
mission but should have its own offi­
cials value the land, or, better still, 
have the matter deal with by. the ex­
chequer court. The commission might 
determine questions as to land titles, 
tout the chief point, he contended, in 
the present case Is as to the adequacy 
of the price to be paid.

Hon. T. W. Crothers took the ground 
that Mr. Guthrie was not so much con­
cerned with: the welifare of the In­
dians as he was with making a point 
against the government As for Sir 
Wilfrid Laurier’s contention that the 
Didlans had surrendered their interest 
In the reserve, Mr. Crothers said that 
whatever Interest the Indians had In 
Afcril they still had, as the Dominion 
government had not given its consent 
to any surrender. Continuing, Mr, 
Crothers drew attention to the differ­
ence which he claimed there was be­
tween the stand of Sir Wilfrid In 1910 
and that gentleman’s stand at the 
present time. In 1910, he said, any 
agreement satisfactory to the Indians 
suited the present opposition leader.

Mr. Guthrie: “That was perfectly 
right. For years the late government 
knew what the Indians wanted, but the 
British Columbia ■ government would 
not pay the amount”

Hon. Mr. Crothers declared that the 
Interests of the Indian in the Kitsa- 
lano reserve were the same today as 
they had been on the first of April or 
before. And the government he said, 
would see to It that these Indians were 
protected.

Mr. Barnard, of Victoria, said that 
the changes of the Songhees reserve 
had been the best thing that was ever 
done for that tribe. Formerly they 
lived in hovels, now they had houses 
and were prosperous He advised the 
members of the oppoelton to depend 
upon the British Columbia government 
to treat the Indians right

Mr. Stevens, of Vancouver, pointed 
out that the reserve being situated 
within the limits of the city had a con­
siderable value. It was bad for the 
Indians and bad for the city to have 
them there and the British Columbia 
government deemed it 'best that they 
should be removed if possible. He 
himself had been working for that end 
at ' Ottawa. He was ojpposed to this 
property going Into private hands. It 
should go for public purposes of some 
character and he hoped that this would 
be carried out. He said that the Bri­
tish Columbia government had inti­
mated to him its desire to protect all 
public interests that might be affected.

Mr. Stevens said that the talk of 
this tract of land being worth $7,000,- 
000 was ridiculous. Yet Hon, Frank 
Oliver had quoted these figures ap- 
orovlngly and based all his argumente

ject to the approval of the governor in 
council. It is also provided that the 
government would have power to take 
back from the commission land which 
would be vested in that Vancouver 
body under the act.

CHICAGO WHEAT MARKET.
Chicago» April 24.—Wheat weakened 

today on a bearish Kansis crop report. 
Final prices showed a net loss of 1-4 
to 3-8 to 1-2. Com suffered a net 
decline of 1-8 to 1-4, oats closed 1-8 
lower to 1-8 to 1-4 higher and pro­
visions made a net gain of 10 to 12 1-2 
to 30c.

More than five per cent, of the wheat 
acreage in Kansas will be abandoned 
according to the state board of agri­
culture. The general condition Is 
placed at 89.5 which is 8.35 points 
higher than a year ago. Acreage is 
more than 1,190,000 greater. Barring 
accidents, this indicates the largest 
crop of wheat in Kansas’ history. Be­
fore this report had been made public 
an ifpturn had been given the market 
by reports of fresh sales of export 
wheat, 650,000 bushels, at Duluth. This, 
however, could not be confirmed, and 
prices had already begun to ease off 
when additional downward Impetus 

was given by the Kansas crop state­
ment. The market showed some 
nervousness at times, uncertainty over 
the European political situation be­
cause of the crisis at Scutari being 
manifest. Primary receipts of whqat 
today were 470,000 bushels, against 
365,000 bushels last year. Seaboard 
clearances of wheat and flour equalled 
130,000 bushels.

Cora ruled weak during the entire 
session. Some little upllfe came on 
an improved eastern demand, but It 
was only temporary. Expectation of 
the Increased receipts militated 
against values. Fine growing weather 
depressed oats and there was some 
short covering. Light runs hogs here 
and in the west again influenced high­
er provision prices. There was a good 
demand, especially for lard.

Chief among the days bearish In­
fluences was the substantial victory of 
the firemen on the eastern railroads in 
their contest for higher wages. While 
It hod been assumed that an increase 
would be granted the award drew at­
tention to the higher operating expen­
ses which the railroads will be called 
to meet as well as the probability of 
further demands from other classes of 
employees. The concern felt In Europe 
over the Balkan situation was reflected 
In the foreign markets and in some 
selling here for London account Re­
ports of further extensive applications 
for capital, the New Haven Inquiry in 
Boston ,and the decision of the Nation­
al administration to send -the secretary 
of state to California were other items 
which the bears found useful In pulling 
the market their way.
