The bride 
was assisted by Miss L. B. Chapman, of 
Lockport, N. Y., who wore white organdie;

Dublin, July 5.—Michael Cleary, of 
Ballyvadlea, near Clonmel, was convict­
ed of manslaughter today in causing the 
death of his wife Bridget Cleary, at 
Ballyvadlea, on March 14 last, by burn­
ing and otherwise ill-treating her, on 
the ground that she was bewitched. 
The so-called Clonmel witch tragedy is 
one of the most remarkable in the an- 
nels of crime in Ireland. Michael 
Cleary, husband of the deceased; Pat­
rick Boland, her father; Wm. Patrick, 
N. Michael, and James Kennedy, cou­
sins; Mary Kennedy, aunt, and Patrick 
Dunn, William Ahearn and Dennis 
Ganey, the latter known as the “fam­
ily doctor,” were jointly arrested and 
charged with burning and ill-treating 
Mrs. Bridget Cleary, until death reliev­
ed her from further suffering. The evi­
dence showed that Mrs. Cleary was suf­
fering from nervousness and bronchitis, 
and that her husband, believing her to 
be witched, forced a nauseous decoction 
of herbs down her throat for the purpose 
of exorcising the evil spirit. After this 
the unfortunate woman was held over 
a fire and dreadfully burned, until she 
declared in the name of God that she 
was not Cleary’s wife. This torture 
was repeated, and in the end her hus­
band knocked her down, stripped off 
her clothing. poured paraffine over her 
body, lighted it, and the woman burned 
to death in the presence of her rela­
tives. Cleary claimed that he was not 
burning his wife, but a witch.

"SCENES" IN NEW SOUTH WALES.

Sydney, N. S. W., July 5.—The Legis­
lative Council has been notified of a 
motion to reform the council by abol­
ishing the life tenure, making the ex­
isting members eligible for re-nomi- 
nation by the Governor, limiting the 
term of office to five years, limiting 
the number of members to 60 and re­
ducing their powers. The motion is in 
accordance with the proposals of the 
Prime Minister (Reid), but it. will not 
be received by the council, on the 
ground that it is an insult to that 
body.

The Legislative Council has returned 
the Newcastle Harbor Bill to the As­
sembly with amendments. Prime Min­
ister Reid, in a speech filled with bitter 
invectives, moved that it be thrown 
under the table, as the council had in­
vaded the rights of the Assembly. Ex- 
Prime Minister Dibbs demurred, and a 
division was taken on the motion. Mr. 
Dibbs alone was in the minority. Some 
members of the council who were in 
the galleries interrupted Mr. Reid, 
whereupon he exclaimed: “Turn those 
fossils out!” The galleries were then 
cleared. It is expected that the Legis­
lature will be dissolved tomorrow.

FATAL FIREWORKS DISPLAY.
La Salle, Ill., July 5.—The Fourth of 

July celebration here had a sad ending 
last night, and three persons are fatal­
ly injured as the result of an accident 
during the fireworks display.
