OT TAWA, Aug. 13. — The artillery 

division of Canada’s expeditionary 
forces has been organized- The guns 
are of the most modern type, the 
men are well trained and the Can- 

Iadian batteries have been declared 
|by experts to compare well with those 
of the regular British and French 
armies. The field guns are eighteen 
pounders with an effective range of 
three miles for shell fire, while the 
sixty pounders will throw a shell 
seven miles. The Canadian guns use 
the same ammunition as the British 
guns.

Details of the artillery organiza­
tion were given out tonight by Col. 
Morrison, director of artillery.

Composition of Brigades.
It will consist of three brigades 

of eighteen pounders, making a to­
tal of 54 guns, with one heavy bat­
tery of four sixty-pounders addition- 
al. The total force will be 23 officers, 
772 men, and 746 horses for each bri­
gade, making a grand total of 69 
officers, 2,316 men, and 2,138 horses 
for the three brigades. The heavy 
battery will be equipped with the six­
ty pounders of the Montreal heavy 
brigade, and will consist of six of­
ficers, 192 men and 144 horses. In 
addition to this there will be an am­
munition column of fifteen officers, 
553 men. and 709 horses.

To Mobilize At Once.
The batteries have all been ordered 

to mobilize at. once at the brigade 
headquarters in Ottawa, Montreal and 
Toronto. They will be equipped and 
placed upon a war footing at each

Owing to the fact that the British 
system is to be adopted in regard to 
the size of the batteries, there will 
be six guns instead of four in each 
bat thus necessitating the break- 
ing of the present Canadian units 
which have only four guns each.
