The proposition to eonstruct a waggon
rosd between New Westmioster and
Yale acquires accumolative importavce
in view of “the introduction of Thom-
gon’s Patent Road Steamers, The ne=
cessity that, exis's for supplying this
the wanting link 1o the great road
system of the mainland has been so re=
peatedly before the public that it will
Dot be necessary to say muech on that
part of our subject. As matters stand
at present communication between the
seaboard avd the interior is practically
suspended during four months out of
the twelve. Even pow this conditioo of
matters is very weriously felt ; bat how
much more will it be felt when the
interests dependiog upon such commani—
eation shall have doubled, as will cer-
ainly be the case within two years after
union'? Not only as a link in the.road
system is this work importaut, Its Io-
fiuence upon local development would
alone . justify - the expenditure.
