Historical Event Recalled by ﬁé
Death of Son of Simon
Fraser.

Had Been in Enjoyment of a
S8mall Pension From Do-
minion Government.

In the first week of July there
Passed away in Hamilton on his
seventy-second birthday Roderick Fras-
er,. son of the 'man who
covered the Hraser River, and after
om that stream is named, to whom in
common iwith'a couple of other explorers
of . daring and endurance ada owes
the possession to-day  of the rich Pro-
viuce of British Columbia. Sithon
Fraser’s achievement brought him no pe-
cuniary reward, and but oomparaltively
slight, notice, yet his is a name that
should tbe written high in the Domin-
ion’s roll of honor.

After retiring from the fur trade in
the West, he took up his home in what
is to-day the'little village of St. Andrew,
a few miles from Cornwall, Ont., and
died half a century back @ POOr man.
Most of his savings were invested in ‘a
grist mill in St. Andrew, which although:

The Shinano Maru brought news from
the Orient that the cholera epidemic
are causing much alarm in many places.
In Manila, Hongkong, Tientsien and
other 'Chinese ports many deaths were
occurring. At Tientsin the number of
cases from July 1st to 14th amounted
to 1,049, of which 764 had proven fatal.
During the same time there were 1,015
cases in the section near Tientsin, of
which 563 were fatal. The disease has
also become epidemic in Japan, the num-
ber of cases in Tokio and other ports
during the week mrior to the sailing of
the steamer on Ju!y 20th being 231, of
which 142 were fatal. The experts say
the disease was brought to Karatsu by
a Chinese junk and has spreaed from
there. It is regarded strange that
‘Osaka, which has had the greatest num-
ber of victims in past years, had but one
case up to July 28th.

A disastrous tire 18 reported from
Tokio. The outbreak occurred in the
Itabashi gunpowder factory of the To-
kio arsenal on July 26th. Men were
engaged there in cutting up gun cotton
for quick-firing field guns when it caught

There is much in this record that is of
interest, aside from the description of
the route, - *“A kind of white shell,” he
remarks, “found along the sea shore,
forms the principal medium of exchange
among all the Indians to the west of the
Rocky Mountains.” Of the Indian me-
thod of fish-taking, he has the follow-
ing :—“They gave us plenty of salmon
which ‘they take in abundance by means
of barriers. These barriers form a work
of some ingenuity, and are constructed
in" the following manner. Strong posts
are driven into the ground at certain
distances, and these distances are filled
with frames made of splinters, placed
80 close that a fish cannot pass between.
‘On the top of these are squared beams
for the purpose of walking, and under-
neath are placed props to support the
whole against the force of the current.
At one end is the gate, and sometimes
there are gates in the centre, which re-
ceive the contrivance which.confines the
fish. This «contrivance is shaped like
a cask, and composed of splinters  the
size of a finger and several feet long and
secured by watap hoops. The end that
is placed below in the current is made
inside like a funnel, through whic¢h the
fish enter, ohe by one, and cannot .ﬁnd
the 'way back, but must remain as in a
net.”

“The Indians had heard of firearms,
but,. had never seen any, and they evine-
ed a great desire to see ours, and ob-
tain explanations as to their use. In
compliance we fired several shots, whose
repor'ts astonished them so as to make
them drop off their legs. Upon recov-
ering from their 'surprise we made them
examine their -effect. They appeared
quite uneasy on seeing the marks on the
trees and observed that the Indians in
that quarter were good and peaceable.’

The Atnah or Chin tribe was one that
afforded the party material assistance.
(Mr. Fraser remarks that they are of a
serious disposition, and inclined toward
Mmdustry. “They say,” he adds, ‘“that
they never sing or dance, but we ob-
served them playing at hazard, a game
well known among the Indians of Atha-
basca.”  _These people resided in  the
summer in shades. Their winter quac-
ters, which were built underground were
square below, diminishing gradnany; in
size toward the top, where there is a
small aperture, serving the do:u!ble pur-
pose of a door and chimney, whgle a it
‘with notches answered for stairs. ur-
ther on he found dwellings constrp.c'ted
much on the same plan as the ordinary
American frame house. The planks
‘were three to four inches thick and each
overlapping the one below a couple of
inches. At still another encampment
of Indians the explorer discovered a
range of cedar houses six hundred and
forty feet long by sixty broad, evidently
on ‘the lines of our modern terrace. They
were,_all under one roof, stood: eighteen
fedt high in front, the covering sloping
to cast the rain. The apartments were
all square, and separated by partitions.
On the outside were carvings of beasts
and birds. They had no flooring and the
smoke found a means of escape through
the roof. “I observed,” says Mr. Fraser,
“that dog’s hair was ‘spun with a Adistaff
and a spindle as in Europe, and’ made
into rugs.” The chief article of diet all
along the river was the salmon, either
roasted or boiled. The latter process
'was accomplished among the natives by
the use of a wooden dish, and heated
stones thrown in along with the fish te
keep the water hot . )
Altogether they were men by no
‘means devoid of intelligence, and of in-
dustry. - But a further outline of their
habits and ideas does mot come _within
the scope of this article, which is sug-
gested by the death in Hamilton, refer-
red to above, and by a desire to draw
attention to the life work of this pioneer
of the great Canadian West.

“The other day while driving along
the roads in a buggy with a gentleman
We saw so many birds that had it not
been close season we could easily have
filled the trap with grouse and phea-
sants. without ever leaving the road.
At one point we saw twe deer in a
clearmg.qot far from the highway—one
4 magnificent buck with great horns
and another smaller oune, a two-year-old.
So_tame were; these that they did not
budge an inch at our approach, and it
Wwas not until we yelled at them that
they moved off. Pheasants particularly
are very plentiful, so much so that some
of the farmers are complaining of them.

‘To_give you an idea of how numer-
ous they were last year, 1 may say
that two of us in the office who do not
do more than the average of shooting,
bagged between us about a hundred
cocks, and this year 1 am sure there
are many more about than last.

“But illegal shooting is a great draw-
back, and notwithstandin the recent
convictions and fines of 25, poaching
is still carried on. However extra pre-
cautions are being taken, and in every
case of a conviction will be followed
by an equally . severe penalty. It is
amusing to listen to some of those who
are loudest in their Drotestations against
poaching..

Simon Fraser’s party set out on May
22, 1808, from the westernmost post of
the North-West Company in the Rock-
ies. “Our crew,” says the explorer. “con-
sisted of nineteen men, two Indians,
Mr., Stuart, Mr. Quesnel and myself, in
all twenty-four.” This Mr. Quesnel,
whose name is perpetuated by a consid-
erable body ‘of water in the Pacific
coast province, and by a  settlement in
the same region, became in after years
the Hon. Jules Maurice Quesnel, a resi-
dent of Montredl, the possessor of a
large fortune, and a member of the Leg-
islative Council. He died in 1842.

The trip was one filled with danger.

Indeed it was only accomplished through
the persevering pluck, the rugged phy-
sique of its members, and the determin-
ation of its leader. Again and again
death stared in the very face every indi-
vidual of the little band. Destruction
loomed wp at each successive turn in the
course of the turbulent stream upon
which fthey had embarked. By land
they were compelled to scale precipices
that the mountain goats might shudder
to pass. ‘Throughout they were travers-
ing a'region peopled by Indians ‘with
whose Janguage and moods they had no
previous acquaintance and whose treach”
ery threatened half a dozen times over
to wipe them from the face of the earth.
To a merciful Providence and to a sound
common sense and vigilance Fraser and
his fellows owed their lives.
Referenee to this voyage will be found
in several volumes bearing on Canadian
discovery. Probably the most interest-
ing account, however, is thatt supplied by
Mr. Fraser’s own journals, which have
happily been preserved, and are publish-
ed in ‘Senator Masson’s excellent work,
“Les Bourgeois de la Compagnie du
Nord Ouest.”

The various tribes of Red Men that
were encountered differed as mué¢h in
their disposition as those east of the
Rockies. Some did all they could to
help the stranger. ‘Others robbed him
of his baggage, and would have mas-
‘| sacred the entire outfit had it not been
for the leader’s ceaseless lookout.
“However kind savages may appear, I
know that it is mot in their nature to
be sincere in ‘their professions fo stran-
gers; the’ respect and attention we gen-
erally experience proceed from an idea
that we are superior beings, who _are
not to be overcome; any rate it is
certain that ithe less familiar we are
with them the better for ms.” This s
the summing wup of the explorer’s ex-
perience with the aborigines.

The expedition was hardly under way
before the danger of trying to make fthe
journey by water became apparent. On
the tenth day (Mr. Fraser says: “Imme-
diately on my arrival I ordered the five
best men out of the crews into a canoe
lightly loaded, and the canoe was in a
moment under way.
