Sir Bdward Grey, during the earlier
years of his. incumbency, received the
almost” unanimous support of all par-
ties, but recently has been the object
of continuous attacks, especially by the

X extfqme radical element in his own
party. The disclosures: regarding the
Anglo-German conversations - with res-
pect . to Moroceo and statements that
those two countries were on the verge
of war have given the radicals another
opening, and it is understood .they are
pressing for the retirement of Sir Ed-
ward. The radicals favor an Anglo-Ger-
man understanding, and accuse Sir Ed-
ward . Grey . of balking. their efforts in
this direction. b

Should Sir Edward resign, Vis‘count
Haldane, secretary for war, and Reg-
jnald McKenna, the home secretary,
probably will resign also. James Bryce
is the man considered most likely to be
his successor, for he would be support-
ed by the entire party as he was when
the Unionists attacked him for the part
he took in the reciprocity negotiations
between Canada and the United States.

By a tacit understanding the Unionist
leaders support the government's for-
eign policy or at least refrain from
criticizing it. The prime minister, it is
true, is under moral obligation to avoid
a crisis during the King's absence, but
it may be beyond his power te do so.

The German Version.

The German foreign minister’s reve-
lations have caused a great sensation
in London, as showing how KEurope
was on the brink of a war over Mo-
rocco, and Sir Edward Grey's version
of the transactions adopted in the
house of commons is awaited with in-
terest.

The London papers are reserving
comment until they have heard the
British side. The Telegraph in an edi-
torial states that -Europe looked into
the abyss and recoiled with horror.

That war was so narrowly . averted
gives a fresh impetus to every move-
ment directed to the attainment of a
permanent basis of peace between
Great Britain and Germany, the paper
adds.

The German foreign minister in his
report to the budget committee re-
counted his sharp exchanges in July
with Sir Edward Grey with regard to

the dispatch of the warship Panther
to Agadir. He told of Germany's en-
ergetic “representations,” that  the
Lloyd George speech of July 21 was
calculated to destroy the hope of a
Franco-German settlement and that
threats could not turn Germany from
asserting her rights.
He recalled that Sir Edward Grey
was formally invited to end the ten-
sion by declaring in parliament that
British interests had not been effected
and had not Been touched in the nego-
tiations. He said the crisis ended July
27, when an inspiréd statement assert-
ed that Britain did not intend partici-
pating in the negotiations. .

Two Men Frozen to Death

VALDEZ, Alaska, Nov. 23.—Fred Cook
and William Cummings were frozen to
death in the vicinity between Shoup
and Columbia glaciers Saturday night.
Mike Sherry and Tex Day had a nar-
row escape. They left Shoup Bay in the
morning for the Mayflower mining prop-
erty. In the afternoon at 4 o’clock they
were within two miles of camp, but
thoroughly exhausted. The latter strug-
gled 6n and reached camp badly frozen.
Cook and Cummings failed to appear,
and were found the next day within
half a mile from where they were last
seen. The news was brought to Valdez
last evening and a party left yesterday
to bring the bodies in.

SEATTLE GETS WATER

“-malf of Amount Usually Consumed to
.. be Secured from Swan Lake and
Lake Washington

‘SEATTLE, Nov.  23.—Water from
Swan Lake will be flowing through the
intermediate service mains, feeding the
great dry area of Seattle before morn-
ing, and the crisis in Seattle’s water
famine will have been passed.

This was the prediction made by
water department officials tonight
when word was received from the em-
ergency plant at. Swan lake, twelve
miles from the city, that the five elec-
tric pumps installed there will begin
pumping in a4 few hours. It will take
six hours after the pumps begin work-
ing before the Swan lake water reach-
eés the city and:begins to flow through
the taps in the home of the thirsty
residents.

With Swan lake water coming at the
rate of 12,000,000 gallons a day and
6,000,000 gallons of impure Lake
Waghington- water flowing through the
mains, the city will have an amount
about half its normfal consumption
flowing through all mains. Restric-
tions on the use of water will be rig-
idly enforced, but the 1id on the bath
tubs will be lifted a little, and each
citizen will be permitted to splash in
% small amount of water tomorrow.

WHITEFISH FOR
LOCAL WATERS

Shipment of Eggs from: Great
Lakes Will Be Made Next
Spring—Lobsters, Too, Per-
haps

P

First fruits of the mission to Ottawa of
Premier McBride and his colleagues, Hon.
Mr. Bowser and Hon. Mr. Ross;, are  indi-
cated in a letter which Mr. Bowser, as
provincial commissioner of fisheriés, has
just received from Hon. J. D. Hazen, the
minister @f marine and fisheries—a Iletter
that is also, in itself, a testimonial to the
activity and energy of the new minister in
dealing with departmental matters with the
administration of which he is officially con-
cerned. Hon. Mr. Hazen’'s communication
is directly.in reply seriatim to the memo-
randum on various fisheries matters - with
regard to which Hon. Mr. Bowser inter-
viewéd him during the visit to Ottawa.

As.to the introduction into British Co-
lumbia waters of the famous whitefish of
the Eastern and Manitoba lakes, Hon. Mr.
Hazen shows himself to be in hearty sympa-
thy with the proposals advanced by the
provincial fisheries commissioner. He points
out, however, that unusual and unfavorable
weather conditions have this year bheen ex-
perienced, more especially in Manitoba, ow-
ing to which it is found impossible to ob-
tain the required five million whitefish eggs
from Lake Manitoba. As large & quantity
as possible will consequently be obtained
from this lake, supplemented If. necessary
bu further supplies from Lake BErle.

After a conference on the subjeet with
Superintendent Cunningham, Hon. Mr, Ha-
zen suggests that in order to assure best
results, half of the consignment of ova
should be placed for development at the
Granite Creek hatchery at Shuswap lake,
the residue going to the Harrison lake es-
tablishment. The officer in charge at the
former has had considerable experience in
the propagation of whitefish from the ova
in eastern centres, and will give the figh
intended for British Columbia stocking 'his
careful personal attention, while similar
special care will be given the eggs sent-to
Harrison lake by Superintendent Cunning-
ham personally. Necessary arrangements
for the fncubation of the ova are now being
perfected, and when the fry is ready for
distribution—which should be in about four
months—a part will be given to Shuswap
and the remainder to Harrison lake,

Rainbow Trout.

With respect to the: rainbow trout with
which it is proposed to stock varlous suit-
able streams on Vancouver Island, the min-
ister writes that his department s quite
prepared_to give the Cowichan Lake hatch-
ery fagilities for the incubation ard propa-
gation of the ova, previded the provinelal
authorities deliver the eggs in the-eye stage
from the Seton Lake hatchery, which is a
British Columbia institution.

Incidentally the federal minister states
that he has recently received several appli-
cations from eastern centres for supplies of
British Columbia trout. ova desired for the
re-stocking of eastern streams, the fame
of the trout of this province having been
firmly established as far away from its
home even as New Brunswick. ' Naturally,
British Columbia has no objection what-
ever to sharing with the eastern brethren.

As to the lobsters desired by Hon. Mr.
Bowser for British Columbia planting, Hon.
Mr. Hazen writes that the officials of his
department have advised scientific Investi-
gation of Pacific coast conditions precedent
to the planting of the _.dele¢table crusta-
ceans in British Columbia waters. -If con-
ditions are found' suitable, the minister ex-
presses himself as quite prepared to send
consignments of young lobsters not only
this year, but every year -for three or four
seasons, in order that the-'lobster may be
substantially established 1in these waters.
He advises that investigation of ‘conditions
here as they are likely to affect the east-
ern lobster should be -undertaken by ' the
federal biological station at Nanaimo.

It is quite probable that such an investi-
gation will be decided uppn, but meanwhile
Hon. Mr, Bowser will press for an immediate
shipment—which he will undoub®edly get—

WORKMAN. WINS

LIABILITY SUIT

Compensation to Amount of
$800 Granted Against West-
Holme Lumber Co. for Dam-
aged Hand

.

Judgment for plaintiff with $800
damages was the verdict of the special
jury empanelled under. Mr. Justice
Gregory in the Supreme Court yester-
day to decide the case of Mr. W. Hodg-
son against the Westholme Lumber
company which was brought under the
provisions of the Employers Liability
‘et -The case lasted throughout the
day_and after the respe~tivre
had addressed the jury, that body  took
a considerable time to deliberate be-
fore bringing in a verdiet.

The case, as outlined in ‘the Colonist
yvesterday, was based upon injuries to
the hand sustained . by- the plaintiff
while employed in the workshop’ of. the
Westholme Lumber company, at the
corner of -Broughton -and Douglas
streets. He had been operating a saw,
when owing- to-an alleged defect in its
construction, the board which he was
cutting, buckled in such a manner as
to bring his hand in contact with the |
unguarded machineg, which contact re-
sulted in the amputation of his thumb
and the injury of.two fingers. The
case was of paramount import te labor
interests in so far as it gives an inter- |
pretation of .the Employers’ . Liability
Act which will doubtless’ be ' widely
cited in future cases of a similar char-
acter..

From the eyidence adduced, it - -was

In regard ‘to- the point taken - by the
plaintiff that the saw should have been
guarded, he stated that it was not prac-
ticable to protect the Ssaw in this man-
ner, and that as a matter of fact, to
have put such a guard on it would have
rendered it more dangerous tham it was
when unprotected,.as the installation of
a guard would prevent . the operator
from seeing what' he *was 'doing. He
very readily admitted that a tooth was
missing from the saw. It had been
missing for a considerable ~ time, but
nothing had ever ~happened before as
result of it, and he claimed therefore
that the absent fopth could net b2
blamed for the accident. " In regard to
the ‘other allegatibng’' 6f the plaintiff
that the saw was rusty and did not run
true, he.denied. , Even aftér the acci-
dent had occurred  the saw worked
properly, ‘and for ‘that 'matter, . was
working ‘ properly 'ffow.

In summing “up .the evidence and
charging the jury :with their -mission,
Judge Gregory made. some interesting
reflections upon the get and its relation
to the present case. He declared that
the plaintiff had to:prove that the ac-
cident was due solely. to. the. condition
of “the saw and was free altogether
from contributary negligence on his
part. The onus of proof im that regard
lay with the plaintiff.~ On the other
hand, if the defendants alleged contri-
butary negligance on -the part of .the
plaintiff they had also to prove their
case. Both these phases had . beeh al-
leged and it was for- the jury to decide
the question upon the .evidence sub-
mitted. . Negligence, he described as the
omission to° do that which reasonable
precaution ‘dictated "should be dohe or
the commission of that which ‘reason-
able precaution dictated should ‘not be
done.” Not only. had negligence to be
proved ‘satisfactorily on either side of
the issue, but it had-to be proved that
that negligence was the direct causde of
the accident.
