The church of St. Paul’s in 1830, was a 
more modest structure, than it is at present, 
and it is condemned now as small, old- 
fashioned, uncomfortable, and decidedly be­
hind the times. In fifty years, even the 
Presbyterian mind, has advanced in its ideas 
of church architecture, and has revolted from 
the bare whitewashed barn style, with hard 
seats and penitential pews, once so common.

Fifty years ago, when the rear of the city 
presented a much more rural aspect than it 
does at present, on a lot on a field on the cor- 
ners of George and York Streets, a church of 
modest dimensions was being erected. This 
was the first, and only Presbyterian Church 
in Fredericton, until the erection of the 
Free Kirk on Brunswick Street, and that 
owing to the union of all the Presbyterian 
bodies m Canada, is now disused. Previous 
to 1829-30, adherents to the Presbyterian 
faith, possessed no church or regular minis­
tration, but the neucleus of a congregation, 
was wont to meet in the old Tank House, 
which stood on the site of the City Hall, 
when the services of clergymen could be en­
gaged. Mr. Howden, a lay preacher, used to 
bold forth with much acceptance there. The 
erection of St. Paul’s was (proceeded with, 
pursuant to a resolution passed at a meeting 
of tbe Presbyterians held on February 17th, 
1829, and William Taylor, Thomas Stewart, 
Thomas Aitken, Thomas C. Everett, and Jas. 
Willox, with James Taylor as Secretary, and 
Thomas R. Roberton as Treasurer, were ap­
pointed a committee to carry it into effect.

8. I decide that it is a Free Market, and 
the City Council cannot impose tolls on the 
sale of articles therein.

4..I decide that the City Council have no 
power to close the Market.
