They are inchined to think they are always in the right, and do
Dot seem to understand that the time lost on their account is aa njury to
those who lose it.

The march of civilization does not appear to be very rapid in the town
of Parrsboro. That place obtained an act of incorporation about three
years ago, but finding 1t an expensive luxury has petitioned the Lagislatare
to have the act ropealed. This canoot be done withont a good deal of cut-
cumlocution, and meanwhile the unwilhing citizens of Parrsbaro are bardened
with taxation much greater than they think they can bear. We feel that
Parrsboro made a great mistake in choosing its town clerk, for that officer
finding the funds of the town very attractive packeted them and left for the
land of the free. Perhaps to this incident may be ascribed a large measure
of the disgust felt with the Incorpiration Act, but we think the town is
foolish to try and get nd of it. Parrsboro does a large business in lumber
and shippiug coal, bat beyond this the place seems very deadly lively. The
streets are verilable cow paths,’or were not so long ago, and are consequently
not a8 clean as they might be. Ubder good management the town-work
could be done withont overtaxing the people, but the trouble is that there
are very few men capable of managing it well. Itis to be regretted that
the Act of Incorporation does not wozk well, because the viciony of Parrs-
boro is delightful a3 8 summer resort, but if the town is not kept 1 grod
order tourists will not caro®ogo there. It has splendid nataral resoarces, but
the skill to mako the beat of them appeara to bz lacking, as it is in 50 many
places in our Province,
