
ATACHMêENT 3

ARTICLE IX

1. Consistent with their uights and obligations under internationailIaw, tie Contracting
Partie re-affirmn that their obligation to each odher to protect the security of civil aviation
against acts of unlawful interferenc forma and integral part of titis Agreemnt.

2. Witbout lirniting the gerafity of their rights and obligations under international law, the
Contracting Parties shall in particular act in conformlty witb Uic provisions o! Uic
Convention on Offences, and Certain OUier Acts Conimitted on Board Aircraft, signed
at Tokyo on 14 September 1963, Uic Convention for Uic Suppression of Unlawful Seizwre
of Aircraft, signed at Uic Hague on 16 December 1970, aid the. Convention for Uic
Suppression of Unlawful Acts Against Uic Safety of Civil Aviation, uigned at Montreal,
on 23 September 1971 and any other multilatea agreement governlng aviation secuuity
binding upon both Contracting Parties.

3. TIbe Contracting Parties shial provide upon request ail neesry assistance to each other
to prevent acts of unlawful seizure of civil aircrft and other unlawful acts against Uic
safnty 0f sucli aircraft, their passengers and crew, airports and air navigation facilities,
and aiy other threat to Uic semurity 0f civil aviation.

4. flic Contracting Parties shail act in confornity with the aviation securlty provisions
established by Uic International Civil Aviation Organization and designated as Annexes
to the Convention te the extent that sucb secmarity provisions are applicable to thc
Contracting Parties; they shll require that operators of aircraft of their regisury,
aperators of aircraft who bave their principal place of business or permanent residmnce
in their territory, and the operators of airports in their territory act in conformity witb
sucb aviation secuxity provisions. Eacb Contracting Party shal advisc the abher
Contracting Party of any différence between its national regulations aid practices and the
aforementioned aviation securlty provisions. Eitiier Contracting Party may repuest
immeicate consultations witb the Other Contracting Party at any time to discusa any such
