work in spite of the objections of the USSR.
It is qur earnest and serious belief that to
force the Atomic Energy Commission to continue
its sessions in present circumstances is not
the ‘mth of progress. There is no use attemot-
ing to continue a journey if the travellers
in the vehicle are not agreed as to vhich road
they shall take. That is, before we can go
further, we must have dgreement on political
principles. This is intended to be brought
about by the maJor:Lty resolution. The Atomic
Energy Commission is to-be kept in being; it
is to meet immediately when the six sponsoring
vowers find that they are in agreement about
the next stage of the joumey. In the mean-
time, the efficient and able secretariat of
the Conimission will continue to collect, "col-
late .ond publish the information on this con-
tinuougly. developing subject, which will be
necessary when discussions are resumed. This
staff fmust also given-preliminary study to
the. topics which the Commission has already
decided must be taken up in detail.
