
PROTOCOL FOR TRIE PROTECTION 0F CULTURAL PROPERTY
IN THE EVENT 0F ARMED CONFLICT

The Higli Contracting Parties are agreed as follows:
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1. Each High Contmacing Party undertakes to prevent: the exportation,
from a territory occupied by it during an armed conflict, of cultural property as
defined in Article 1 of the Convention for the Protection of Cultural Property in
the Event of Arzned Confliot, signed at The Hague on 14 May, 1954.

2. Each High Contracting Party undertakes to take into its custody cultural
propcrty importcd into its tcrritory cither directly or indirectly froin any
occupied territory. 'Ibis shail eitber be effectcd automatically upon the
importation of the property or, failing this, at the rcquest of the authorities of
that tcrritory.

3. Each Higli Contracting Party undertakes ta return, at the close of
hostilities, ta the competent authorities of the territory previousiy occupied,
cultural property which is i its territory, if such property lias been exportcd in
contravention of the principle laid down i thc first paragrapli. Such property
shall neyer lie retai-ned as war reparations.

4. 'Me Higli Contractig Party whose obligation it was ta prevent tic
exportation of cultural propcrty from the tenitory occupied by it shali pay an
indcmnity ta the holders i good faith of any cultural property which has ta be
retumcd ini accordance with the preccding paragraph.

5. Cultural property comig from Uic tcnritory of a High Contractig Party
and dcpositcd by it i thc territory of another High Contracting Party for Uic
purpose of protecting such propcrty agaist Uic dangers of an anned confiict,
shal! be rcturncd by the latter, at the end of hostilities, to the compctcnt
authorities of the tcrritory from wliich it came.
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6. The present Protocol shall bear the date of 14 May, 1954 and, until Uic
date of 31 Deccmbcr, 1954, shall remain open for signature b>' ail] States ivitcd
to Uic Confercuice which met at Thc Hague frein 21 April, 1954 ta
14 May', 1954.
