Mr. Speaker, I can assure the hon, gentleman that I will insist on
having this present emission reduced.

Answering a supplementary question, the minister said
in part:
I think what the hon. member suggests is something the department of
energy is ready to do.

Since the minister indicated that the Department of
Energy, Mines and Resources is flot prepared to insist on
emission standards for sulphur dioxide, does he intend to
fulf il the commitment he gave the House on January 29
and insist on emission standards much lower than the 287
long tons per day envisaged by Syncrude?

Hon. Jean Marchand (Minister of the Environmnent>:
Mr. Speaker, I shail stick to the commitment I made previ-
ously. We are insisting on the reduction of sulphur dioxide
emissions in the air at Syncrude and trying to convince the
goverfiment of Alberta as well as the Syncrude company. I
know the hon. gentleman knows that I have no legal power
to compel the company or the government of Alberta to do
this.
