Charlottetown conference in 1864 that
the first steps were taken which fe-
gulted in the confederation of the pro-
vinces of Canada in 1867. The only
living member of that conference is
gir Charles Tupper, and it is hoped
that he will be able to be present at
the jubilee celebration.

Premier. Mathiéson asks that the
Dominlon Government | co-operate
with the Prince Edward Island Gov-
ernment in making the celebration
national ' in . character. Furds, of
course, will be required.

He desires the presence of the Duke
of Connaught, all the members of the
cabinet as well as Sir Charles Fitz-
patrick, the chief justice, and Lord
Strathcona.
