‘‘Aided’'by the ecannen of
the French fleet and under
the flire of our enemy,
our troops succeeded in oc-
cupying the village, and have
continued its occupation, de-
spite seven counter-attacks
at night, supported by heavy
artillery.

““We took five hundred pris-
oners, and the losses to the
enemy appear to- have been
considerable.

‘“The general disembark-
ation of the allied forces con-
tinued under good condi-
tions.”’

LONDON, April 27.—0On the rocky,
narrow Gallipoli peninsula in Turkey
one of the most vital struggles of the
war is in progress.

In the Gallipoli peninsula fighting
a plcturesque assortment - of allied
troops landed Sunday, and supported
by the fire of the warships, are trying
to batter their way thru thousands
of German-nffizered Turks in an effort
to force the Dardanelles—the main
gateway of the Ottoman empire—and
reach Constantinople, According to
the British claim the attack is pro-
gressing, but Turkish communica-~
tions read tonight declare that altho
the allies landed forzes at four points
these forces are being beaten back
to the coast, while the Moslems in the
French ranks are deserting the tri-
cclor and casting thelr lot with their
co-religionists.

300,000 Men Landed

Nearly 800,000 men of the Anglo-

| French forces have heen landed on the

Gallipod peninsula,
from Saloniki today. This eéxpedi-
tionary force co: ses, it is reported,
veterans drawn from the French front,
where they have heen replaced by
drafts of Earl Kitcheners army. This
story the British censor refused to con-
firm. but allowed it to be published
without 'guaranteeing its authenticity.

It is believed that the allied armies
will be opposed in .their operations
against Constantinople by 500,000
Turks. These troops have been drilled.
gsome of them for several years, by

erman officers. FEstimates of their
fighting quality vary from contempt to
respect. The Turkish forces are said
to be divided in two armies and offi-
cered by Germans, The first army is
commanded by Field Marshal Von Der
Goltz and the second, the Dardanelles
army A4s commanded by General Liman
Von Sanders. It is said that the Turks
have concentrated 300,000 men alone on
the Gallipoll peninsula. Many Ger-
man officers have recently arrived in
Constantinople, and the Turks are said
to have had time to construct 500 miles
of trenches,

Russian Warships Active.

A Petrograd despatch recelved here
today says that Russian warships of
the Black Sea fleet bombarded foris
in the Bosphorus, only 156 miles from
Constantinople, on Sunday, and that
the forts were apparently badly dam-
aged. Five forts in all were shelled.
The Turkish battleship Torgut Rels,
bought from Germany in 1910, replied
dﬂneﬂecmuly to the fire of the Russian
eet.

" Continuing, the.first lord of the
admirelty said:

“It is necessary publicly to brand

to be grateful to the American Gov-
ernment for the manner in which it had
seconded the efforts of its secretary of
state to secure redress.

Lord Lansdowne sajd he deplored the
fact that the admiralty had been forced
to have recourse in a policy of re-
prisals against captive German sub-
marine crews. The real culprits he
declared, were the German Govern-
ment, “which had given them their
ruthless commissions.” Lord Lans-
downe added that the sufferers at the
hands of the Germans might be com-
pensated by levying on .German pro-
perty in Great Britain,

Distike Admiralty’s Course.

Lord Cromer, former British agent
and consul-general in Egypt. declared
there was a strong feeling in the army
against the policy of the admiralty re-
garding the treatment of German sub-
marine prisoners.

Lord Lucas, president of the board
of agriculture, stated on behalf of the
government that the special treatment
for captured submarine crews had been
adopted not as a policy of reprisal, but
as an expression of the highest moral
disapproval of German methods. The
treatment of the submarine prisoners,
however, conformed to the provisions of
The Hague convention.

He was glad to announce, Lord
Lucas added, that the German Govern-
ment had given James W. Gerard, the
U. 8. ambassador to Germany, permis-
sion to visit the prisoner camps, and
he and the government hoped that Mr,
Gerard also would be permitted to in-
vestigate the treatment of the 39
British officers who are being held in
prison as a reprisal against Great
Britain’s treatment of German sub-
marine prisoners.

Churchill's Explanation.
Winston Spencer Churchill first
lord of the admiralty, explained Great
Britain’s policy in the matter of the
treatment of German salilors captured
on_ board submarines. Answering a
question on this subject Mr, Churchill
said:

“We cannot admit that the reprisals

Germany has taken against

this form of warfare and prevent it

taking its place among the methods

opened to belligerent nations.”
Methods Justified.

The speaker then went on to ex-
plain that no especial conditions have
been applied to the crews of German
submarines becguse they fought as
guch, but only to those engaged in
wantonly killing non-combatants,
neutrals, and women on the high
seas.

Incidents like the sinking of the
Oriole at night without warning (the
Orjole presumably was lost early in
February, with a crew of 20 men),
the sinking of the Falaba (with a
loss of over 100 lives), and the blow-
ing up of fishing vessels decided the
government, Mr. Churchill declared,
to place all submarine ’prisoners
taken after February 18 and so long
as this system of warfare continued,
in a distinet category. The speaker
peinted out that the gonditions under
which these prisoners nvere confined
were in every way humane,

“We have offered to allow a re-
Presentative of the United States to
visit these prisoners,” he said, “and
make a report provided reciprocal
facilities were accorded us.”
