Ottawa, Deec. 28.—(Special.)—The
plans for the proposed Canadian build-
ing at Bisley have been opened.

It is well-known that Sir James
Grant, Ottawa's famous physician and
orator, was honored by being presented
to the Queen on his recent visit to
Great Britain. His views, therefore,
8s to Her Majesty’s health will be re-
ceived with some satisfaction at this
time. Speaking to-day he said : “The
statements made in the correspondence
of the New York papers have litfle or
no foundation. Her Majesty doubtless
is experiencing in a moderate degree
the usual disability for active move-
ment seen in age and in very many in-
dividuals of a younger age than' the
Queen. She drives out regularly every
day with her usual attendants, and
enjoys the mountain air of her resi-
dence at Balmoral. Her mental activ-
ity appears to be marvelously acute,
and she seems to take. in thoroughly
almost everything conneected with her
vast empire and its people. There is
no appearance whatever of infirmity,
and-the present prospects are thaf her
subjects will enjoy for some years to
come the great pleasure and gratifica-
Eioand of having Her Majesty at their

ead.” .

POSTAL UNION CONVENTION.
The Postal Union Convention is to be
held at Washington during the coming
year, and great preparations are al-
ready beirig made for the reception of
delegates. 'The convention is to last
a month, and the program of business
to be taken up has arrived at the post-
office here in the form of several large
volumes. They naturally cover a va-
riety of suggestiong, none of them like-
ly to materially alter the system that
has been found to work so well. The
Postal Union now extends practically
over the entire globe, embracing almost
every civilized country. From the con-
tinental countries of Europe come
many new ideas as to registration, It
is expected Hon. Willlam Mulock and
Colonel White, Deputy Postmaster-
General, will be the Canadian dele-
gates.

How Mr. Joseph Hughes of Toronte Came
to His Untimely End im Breok-
ilyn on Sunday.

New York, Dec. 28.—Joseph Hughes,
'a.young lawyer, died from gas asphyxi-
' ation at No, 332 Clinton-street, Brook-
'lyn, Sunday morning. Mr. Hughes,
who was one of several boarders who
lived . in the house, retired about 11
o'clock Christmas eve.

Before going to his room he requested
one of the servants to arouse him early,
as he wished to go to church.

The girl forgot to call Mr. Hughes.
It was about 7.80 o’clock when Richard
Biggs, a. boarder, passed Hughes' aoor.
i He noticed the fumes of gas, and caus-
ed the dcor to be forced open. The
young lawyer was lying, apparently
lifeless, on his bed. The atmosphere
in the room was thick with gas.

Doors, windows #nd fanlights were
opened, and two physicians were sent
for,

Dr. A. W. Ford, a police surgeon, who
lived near by, notified police headquar-
ters. Mr. Hughes lingered until 2 a.m.
yesterday, when he died. Mr. Hughes
was about 27 years old, and was at-
tached to Backus & Manne's law office.

An inquiry revealed the fact that the
gas which caused the lawyer's death
came from a gas stove in his room. It
is believed the key was accidentally
turned on after the flame had been put
outs .
