HE WRECK OF THE HANE.

io Longer Reason fo Doubt That the
- Shock Came From Below.

Hegazines Had Nothing to Do With the
First Explesion-Spaniards st Havana
Show Thetr latred of the United States—
Governnient at Madrid Thinks 1t Neces
sary te Prepare for the Werst.

New York, Feb, 25.—A ‘despatch to

‘The Herald from Havana says: There

\s no longer any reason to doubt that
the explosion which wrecked the Maine
pame from underneath the vessel, and
that her magazines had nothing to do
with the initial explosion, and played a
much smaller part in the general disas-
ter than was at first supposed.

The evidence that has served to con-
vince the board was obtained by Eu-
sign Powelson, an officer attached to
the Fern. Mr, Powelson was formerly
in the construction ¢orps, and took a two
years’ special course in the Glasgow
School of Naval Architecture. He is
therefore a competent witness.

What he discovered was that the
forward part of the keel of the Maine,
with its ribs and plates, was stove up-
ward so far that parts of the shattered
double bottom show out of the water,
and in places sections of the green-paint-
ed outer hull are visible, Corroborative
of the evidence by Ensign Powelson,and
of equal significance, and importance, is
the result of the close examination made
by the divers.

The main force of the explosion seems
to have been exerted slightly on the
port side of the vessel. In the reserve
magazine was stowed 2500 pounds of
powder.in copper tanks, each of which

ntained 20 Opounds. Several of these
fanks have been found by the divers,
all in crushed and shapeless masses.

The Dow torpedo tube of the Maine
has been located in the wreck. It lies
in the debris forward, submerged sever:l
feet under water. The hull is now im-
bedded in the mud to the depth of eight
feet. The divers sink to their arm pits
in the mud and have the greatest diffi-
culty in prosecuting their work.

Patienee is Necesrary.

A despatch to The Tribune from Ha-
vana says: Patience is necessary on the
art of the people of the United States
n the Maine  investigation. Notwith-
standing vexatious delays, real progress
§s being made by the divers. 'The deci-
sion regarding the cause of the disas-
ter ultimately rests on their work. Cap-
tain Sampson’s naval board has been
able to gain the fullest information,
showing that an accident through lack
of discipline was impossible. This
branch of the enquiry brings out what
was well understood, that the officers
and crew of the Maine were under the
strictest discipline, because, although on
the surface the vigit of the Maine was
friendly, Captain Sigsbee had taken pro-
per precautions against hostile action.

The work of clearing out the bodies
under -the. hatch proceeds. The sights
there are pitiful, and almost beyond
endurance of the divers, accustomed as
they are to such experiences. The con-
dri:ﬁ‘m irlx1 whil;:h the bodies, are folxlllgd
shows that the . ping in their
bunks,  must buvmgrivgn against
the beams overhead with terrific force.

ion,

Spaniards Express Hatred.

New York, Feb. 25.—Passengefs on
the steamship Concho, that has just ar-
rived from Havana, say that the:sight
of the Maine was horrifying, from the
evidence the wreckage bore of the pew-
er of the explosion- and the carnage
wrought. Buzzards hung about the
wreck, the Spanish officers making no
effort to drive them 'away, though their

resence was sickeningly offensive, Span-
ards who rowed about in boats did not
conceal their satisfaction at the Ameri-
can warship’s fate, and sometimes were
seen shaking their fists at the flag that
hung at half-mast above the hulk.

SPANIARDSTALK WARLIKE

Feeling in Madrid That Preparations Mu:t
be Made for the Worst—Prospect
of War Popular.

London, Feb. 25.—According to a special
despateh from Madrid reports received
there from the United States to the effect
that public opinion in the latter country
is becoming more excited owing to the im-
pression that the loss of the Maine is not
due to an accident, are ‘‘re-stirring popu-
lar feeling here (in Madrid) and the con-
viction is inecreasing in Ministerial circles
that the worst must be expected.”

Continuing, the special despatch gays:
“The Government has no choice if the Unit-
ed States adopts a threatening attitude,
for the prospect of war is popular with all
parties, and the more excitable newspapers
are already urging the Government to take
measures to enable Spain to strike the
first and decisive blow.”

Warlike Rumors Contpadicted.
Norfo'k, Va., Feb, 25.—The rumor that
the Government is securing from raillway
companies estlmates of their capacity for
moving troops and munitions of war be-
tweer Atlantic and Gulf ports and the in-
terior is officially denied by Vice-President
St. John of the Seaboard Air Line, whose

road was mentioned in the reports.

Mecting of the Cabinct.

Washington, Feb. 25.—The first foll’ meet-
‘ng of 'the Cabinet in some weeks wis held
to-day, both Becretaries Alger and Sherman,
who have been sick, being present. The
Cabinet talked about the Maine disaster
at some length as a current topic of vital
interest, but no action of any kind was
taken or any suggestion of action made.

Vizeaya Safled Away.

New York, Feb. 25.—The Spanish cra'ser
Vizcaya was reported under way at 1.25
D.m. by the observer at quarantine. A1l
the boats of the warship were placed on
the davits this morning. The Vizcaya had
ouly one guard about her. the navy tug
Nina, which eclrculated about the Spanish
warship all morning. The flag ¢f the war-
ship was still at half-mast as she drew
down the bay.

The big cruiser saluted her diminutive
escort, and, increasing. her speed as she
neared the sea, began rapldly to leave tlte
Nina behind. She did not salute the forts
at the Narrows, but sped swiftly off to-
ward the southwestern horizon.

Miss Dupont reported that a commit-
tee had waited upon = Commissioner
Coatsworth re the matter of preserving
ralunble dogs which may be picked up
tagless by the catehers. He advised that
the society notify, through the news-
g:pem, the time when such dogs are to

destroyed, and owners may then go
to the pound and secure them.
{Mr. Brock said that as soon as dogs
are lost the owners should notify the
authorities at the pound.

Want a Lethal Chamber,

A letter was read from Mrs. Florence
Grasett, urging a scheme for canvassing
thg city for fumdsw . The society, she
said, needed an ambulance, and u %hel-
ter for dogs. She gave notice that she
herselt would collect funds for the pur-
pose of procuring a small lethal cham-
ber for its use at all times and seagons,

Mrs. 8. G. Wood thought that it would
not do for members to collect for indi-
vidual schemes, and as the society was
quite in sympathy with Mrs, Grasott’s
plan, she moved that the letter pe laid
on the table for consideration. .
