Coroner Thinks Wounds in Lee and 

Arm May Have Been M*de By 

Another.

Washington, May 15.—James F. Ayres, 
21 years old, of Port Arthur, Mich., 
found dead In his room at an hotel here 
this morning. He had been shot In several 
places about the body. Ayres belonged to 
a welt-to-do family In Grand Rapids, Mich. 
He was a clerk In the Census pureao.

Coroner Neville examined the body and 
concluded from the nature of the wound* 
In the leg and arm that the shots might 
hav.e been tired by some other person than 
the victim.

Bloodstains were found on the tire 
escape In front of the hotel building and a 
neighbor avers that he saw a woman des­
cending the tire escape Immediately after 
the shots had been heard, Screams of 
help were heard about 2 o’clock this morn­
ing by one of the roomers. The body wa* 
found lying in a pool of blood.

The inquest has not yet been held. The 
mpst Important witness is a neighbor 
who says he was aroused by the sbo.s, 
and saw tT“ woman descending the tire 
escape and -that when she reached the 
verandah on the second floor she entered 
a room- The room Indlo.ued was found 
empty, but a person might easily have 
passed thru It to some other part of the 

The police say it is Improbable 
that the blood stains found on the landing 
of the tire escape could have uropped 
from the window of Ayres’ room.
