Developnjent of fresh labor troubles Is 
.a feature ot the week that has made for 
conservatism In many directions, but thru- 
out the country jobbing and retail lines 

busy and are handling goods at prices 
which yield fair profits. Soi far as the 
steel strike Is concerned it Is significant 
that It is not a struggle for higher wages, 
hut rather one to compel the recognition 
of the authority of the Amalgamated As­
sociation In the Sheets mills, heretofore 
non-union.

51 SO traders failed for $24,864,207. The 
Improvement over the preceding year was 
most striking in brokerage and banking 
Insolvencies, which were $9,249,435 and 
$15,839.554 respectively, against $22,124,304 
and $25,822,682 last year.

While the half year’s statement Is grati­
fying, the second quarter makes a much 
better showing, liabilities declining $7,- 
602,282 compared with the first quarter 
and $17,623,675 In comparison with the se­
cond quarter of 1900. The average lia­
bility per failure was smaller than In the 
corresponding three months of any year 
since these records were first compiled.
