Thé new Canadian contingent for South Af-
rica is the answer to the pessimists who
have been busy asserting that never again
would the colonles come. forward with
offers of troops for imperial service. Color
was imparted to that view by the asses-
tion and denial that the Dominion govern
went was prepared to raise and equip
another body of mounted men if the Im-
perial government would accept it. Can-
ada has already played so admirable a
part in South Africa that there would have
been no warrant for misgiving if she had
heen content to do no more. This new
contingent of 600 shows that neither her
loyalty nor her resources have been ex-
hausted. What Canada is doing we are
assured the other colonies would do at
once, if there ware any need. C(Canada's
further coantribution will be valuable to
Lord Kitchener in a materfal way, but it
will be much more valuable to the empire
in a moral sense. Especially significant is
the frally to the recruiting offices, of
Canadians who have already been in the
fleld. Their eagerness to rejoin disposes
of another fiction to the effect that they
had cause for profound discontent during
their previous term of service, That the
despateh of the force should be hailed
wrea more enthusiasm by the British than
by the Fremch-Canadians is perhaps “only
natural, but it s well to remember that
Lord Minto’s chief adviser in this matter
is no less a French-Canadian than Sir Wil-
frid Laurier.

CAUSING DEATH

FLOODS SUBMERGE MANY TOWNS:
AND DESTRUCTION|

New York, Dec. 15.—Reports received to-
night from nearly every section of New
York State show that the downpour Of
rain on Saturday and to-day, the melting
snow in the mountains and hills and the
unusually high temperature have caused
the most disastrous flood known in this
State for years. From nearly every place
come accounts of raging torrents In the
rivers and sufall streams, the water break-
ing thru the banks, flooding cities, towns
and the country districts, and causing pro-
perty losses which will run into the mil-
! lions of dollars. Railroad traffic is at a
| standstill in many places and in others
it is badly crippled.

Raflroad and other briges have beepn
washed away, and tracks are covered with
water to a depth of several feet. In
| etties and towns cellars are flooded and In
many places, the first storeys of houses are
filled with water. Mills and other large
buildings have been swept from their foun-
dations and carried down the streams.
Hundreds of people have been made home-
less, and the fall In the temperature when
the flood was at its height hes produced
additional suffering. A number of cltfes
are in darkness, and street car traffic is
stopped owing to the wreck of light and
power houses. The loss of life is not
great as far as known to-night, but several
persons have met death in accidents due
to the flood, and there are scores of stories
of narrow escapes from drowning.

HAVOC IN PENNSYLVANIX,
Dec. 15.—A storm,

Philadelphia, . Pa.,
which, for severity and destructiveness,
has not been -equalled In this section for
25 years, visited Eastern and Central
Pennsylvania last night, causing aimost
unprecedented damage and resulting in the
loss of at least four lives. The havec In
the coal regions is enormous, and the loss
to railroad and mining companies will
amount to millions of dollars.

The Schuylkill, Lehigh, Susquehanna and
Juniata Rivers have risen as NTgh as 15
feet above thelr flevels, and all of their
tributaries have overflowed, inundating the
surrounding country in more than a dozen
counties,

Innumerable washouts have occurred cn

the Pennsylvania, Philadelphla & Read-
ing, Northern, Central Lehigh Valley, New
Jersey, Central and Lackawanna Railroads.
Bridges were carried away and traffic 1s
at a standstill. The delegates to the con-
vention of the American Federation of
Labor are stormbound at Scranton, with
no idea when they will be able to leave.
The force of the water weakened the
supports of a bridge spanning a creek near
Willlamsport, and as a result a freight
train was wrecked and three men killed.
At Onelda, near Hazleton, a miner was
swept from & bridge and drowned.
In the Schuylkill «Valley, 48 mines are
flooded, and in the Lehigh and Lacka-
wanna regions, the destruction is equally
great. Hundreds of mules were drowned
in the collieries, and it will be weeks be-
for many of the imines can resume opra-
tions.

HALF UNDER WATER,

Binghamton, N.Y., Dee. 15.—The raln-
storm which ended here' at 4 o’clock this
morning sent the Chenango River over
its banks, and caused a flood which has
not been equalled for 22 years. Hundreds
of cellars of dwellings are flooded, that of
a large department store to such an ex-
tent that the fire department has been
called on to pump it out, and much dam-
age has been done to the business liopses
on the river front. A large section of
'the first ward is under water, and cut off
from the rest of the city except by boat.
The river road up the Chenango is under
water for five miles, and all trave] is sus-
pended. The county farm bulldings are
surrounded by water several feet deep.
Not an Erie or Lackawanna thru train
has passed thru the city since 9 p.m. Sat-
unday. The ILackawanna main line Is
clear from here to Scranton. A Lacka-
wanna bridge just west of this city is out
of service. High water moved a pier from
its foundation.

ERIE TRACKS SUBMERGED.

Susquehanna, Pa., Dec. 15.—Owing to the
heavy rains and wind of last night busi-
ness to-day was at a standstill on the
Erie Rallroad. A/ mile of track near
Oswego on the Susquehanna division and

several hundred feet at Rosa’s Switch om
the Deleware division are submerged.

LOSS WILL EXCEED $150,000,

Ithaca, N.Y.,, Dec. 15.—The most dis-
astrous flood Ithaca has experienced since
1876 resulted from the heavy downpour
of yesterday afteamoon, and a conserva-
tive estimate of the damage caused to
property in this city places the loss at
$150,000, and it is highly probable the
total loss will aggregate $200,000.

ROME UNDER WATER.

Rome, N.Y., Dec. 15.—A phenomenal rise
of the Mohawk River early this morning
has caused the destruction of thousands

of dollars worth of property, as well as
privation and distress among hundreds of
familiess in the eastern part of the city.
The river
level, and the city and its suburbs are
under water. for miles. One train passed
here in the early morning. All other
trains are stalled.

TRAIN THRU A BRIDGE.

Williamsport, Pa., Dec. 15.—A freight

train on the Pennsylvania Railroad went

between this city and Newbury, at 6
o'clock this morning. Three lives were
lost. The dead are: John Martz, en-
gineer; Frederick Glass, fireman; George
Harley, brakeman. All resided at Sunbury.
The train was running three hours late,
owing to the disarrangement of the sche-
dule in consequence of the storm.

" WIRELESS TELEGRAPHY

MARCONID'S TRIUMPH. ,

8t. John's® Nfid, Dec. 14.—(Assoclated
‘Press Despatch.)—Mr. Mareoni announced
to-night the most wonderful sclentific dis-
covery of modern times, in stating that he
had received electric gignals across the
Atlantic Ocean from his station In Corn-
wall, England. He explains that beforc
leaving England he had made his plans for
accomplishing this resuit, for, whiie his
primary object was to comrfiunicate with
ocean Hners in midocean, he afso hoped
to succeed in attaining the wonderful scien-
tific achievement of wireless telegraphy
across the Atlantic.

Mr. Marconi’'s station is Cornwall is most
powerful. He possesses an electric force
generated there a hundred times greater
than at his ordinary stations. Before he
left Bngland he arranged with the electri-
clan in charge of the station, which Is
located ‘at Poldhu, to begin sending siz-
pals daily after a certain date, which Mr.
Marconi would cable him upon perfectiug

his arrangements here, Mr. Marconi ar-
rived here a week ago Friday, and se-
lected Signal Hill, at the entramce to tne
harbor, as 4n experimenting station, and
moved his equipment there. . Last Monday
he cabled the Poldhu statlon to begin
sending signals at 3 p.m. daily, and to
contipue them untll 6 p.m., these hours
being respectively 11.30 a.m. to 2.30 p.m.,
St. John's time. During these hours Wed-
nesday Mr. Marconi elevated a kite with
an aerial wire, by means of which signals
are sent or received. He rema.ned at the
recorder attached to the receiving appara-
tus, and, to his profound satisfactlon, sig-
nals were received by him at Intervais
according to the program arranged pre-
viously with the operator at Poldhu, Thesc
signals consisted of repeating at intervals
the letter ‘“‘s,” which, in Marconi's code,
is made by three dots, or, quick strokes.
This signal was repeated so frequent.y,
and according to the detailed plan ar-
ranged to provide safeguards against pos-
sibiiity of a mistake, that Mr. Marconi was
satisfled that it was a genuime transmis-
sion from England.

Again on Thursday, during the same
hours, the kite was elevated and the same
signals wege renewed. This made the
assurance so complete that Mr. Marconi
gabled to his principals in England, and
also informed the Governor of Newfound-
land, Sir Cavendish Boyle, who apprised
the British cabinet of the success of Lhe
experiments.

‘Mr, Marconi, tho satisfied of the gen-
ulneness of tae signals, and that he has
succedded in his attempts to establish
communication across the Atlantic without
the use of wires, emphasizes the fact that
the system is yet omly in am embiryonic
stage, but that the poasibility of its ulti-
mate development is demo ted by the
success of the present experiments with
incomplete and imperfect apparatus, as
the signals can only be recelved by the
most sensitively adjusted apparatus, and
Mr. Marconi s working under great diffi-
culties, owing to the conditions prevailing
here. The Cornwall codst is 1700 miles
from St. John's.

In view of the success attending these
trials, Mr. Marconi will for the present
disregard .the matter of communicating'
with trans-Atlantic steamers. He will re-
turn to England next week and will con-
duct the experiments from Poldhu himseif.
He explains that the greater electrical
power there swill enable him to send more
effective signais. He will undertake this
work himself, leaving assistants here to
erect a mast and recelve the signals as be
forwards them. It is not possible to send
return signals from here until a powerful
electrie battery shall have been installed.

Sir Robert Bond, Premier of Newfound-
land, offers Mr. Marconi every facility
within the power of the colonial govern-
ment for the carrying out of his plans.

Mr. Marconi intends to build a large,
fully equipped experimental station near
St. John’s, beside the Liloyds station at
'Cape Race. The former will have the same
equipment as the Poldhu station, and will
play the same part om this side of the At-
lantic as Poldhu does on the other side.

Hall, the general manager of the Marconi
Wireless Telegraph 'Companies, confirms
Marconi’s latest achifevesmens. He said:
«“The enormous commercial value of wire-
less telegraphy over §o great distance will
be at once recognized when it ls realized
that a cable costs about $3,750,000,-and that
tts maintenance and depreciation are ne-
ccessarily costly. The cost of the wireless
installation is almost a negligible quantity.

*The strategic value of being able to in
time of war telegraph between two points
separated by great distances, with hostile
territory intervening, is obvious.”

George G. Ward, president of the Com-
mercial Cable Company, congratulated Mar-
coni on his marvelous achievement.

He said :
deprecate anything that he has done, but
1 see no cause as yet for cable men to be-
come alarmed. Even If messages could
be sent thru the air by Marconi's system
between this continent and England the
question would arise, Could the service be
maintained at all times so as to be of
commercial value, or would it depend upon
favorable atmospheric conditions? Then,
again, would it be possible to maintain
more than one aerial telegraph across the
oceam, without confusion?

“Ocean cabling is a delicate operatfon,
even with the best of conductors, and Mar-
coni proposes to turn his currents loose in
the air without a conductor. Nearly nine-

‘ fixed In recent years to a greater extent

“I womld not for a moment |

than on any other of the marvelous)de-
velopments of this electric age. :
Guglielmo Marconi is hardly thirty yars
old, an Itallan by birth and partly sd by
parentage. His mother was an English
woman, but his father was a nativé of
Italy, His birthplace was Bologna. Since
1808, however, he has been a resident of
England, and has apparently ideniited
himself permanently with that country.

‘Both his sclentific and his financial backers
live there. Marconi is, and professes to
be, an amateur electriclan. He had” been
ahout seven years at wovk on his particu-
lar subject of “wireless’” telegraphy, carry-
ing out many experiments on his family
estate near Bologna, before he- discovered
the important fact that electric waves,
generated by a sparking apparatus of the
kind used by the German physicist, Hein-
rich Hertz, would not only carry to iong
distances, but were umaffecteda by inter-
vening hiils and natural obstacles. Befors
1808 two miles was the maximum distance
reached, while Engiish observers had ac-
complished one and three-quarter miles.
With his original apparatus for transmit-
ting and receiving Hertz waves much im-
proved, Mr., Marconi went over to England
in 1806, and succeeded in getting the pa-
tronage of the British postal officials, un-
der whose auspices he carried out signalling
experiments on Salisbury Plain and at
Penarth. Since then he has gradually im-
proved both his methods and bis records,
the distance traversed by his etheric sig-
nals being lincreased sudcessively from
fourteen and a half miles, between Alum
Bay and Bournemouth, to eighteen miles
(Alum Bay and Poole), ‘and thirty-two
miles, obtained between two stations erect-
ed at the instance of the Krencn govern-
ment on Dover CIlff, close to the South
Foreland lighthouse, and at Wimereux,
near Boulogne. In addition to this, Mr.
Mareoni made successful experiments In
carrying on signals between ships and the
shore, a permanent installation having been
at work for some time berween the South
Foreland station and ome of the Goodwin
lightships.

In September, 1809, the young Italian
gave an exhibition of his wireless sig-
nalling at Dover Town Hall, -at which
period he asserted his ability to flash mes-
sages a distance of eighty miles.

In the same year Marconi came to
America to give demonstrations of his
discovery before officers of the United
States Army and Navy, and incidentally
to illustrate Iits workings at the inter-
national yacht race of that year.

Since that year Marconi has steadily im-
proved his system, and more and more
increased its practical field of usefulness,
chiefly in The direction of communication
between passing ships at sea and between
the shore and incoming and departing ves-
sels. Regular ship reporting stations have
been recently established on the Irish
Coast, and at Nantucket the time of isola-
tion from the outside world experienced
by the great trans-Atlantic steamships
has been shortened nearly a day, com-
