THE CANADIAN GRANGE
PROTESTS AGAINST WAR SCARE

The executive committee of the Do-
minion Grange, acting In accordance
with ‘the resolutions adopted at the
meéting of the general body, held last
December, and in consonance with the
general position of the same, desire to
express their views in regard to certain
questions at present prominently be-
fore the public mind, as.follows:

“We protest most earnestly against
the clamor, ocreated by a skilfully or=
ganized body of local jingoes, and as-
sisted by sensational newspapers, to
rush Canada into a policy to which dne
consideration has not been given and
ere the certain c¢onsequences which
would follow the adoption thereof are
fully understood. We believe the pre-
gsent war scare, originating in England,
is in the main the result of gn attempt
to divert the masses in the old land

from the work of social reform, includ-

ng reformation of an antiquated and
oppressive landlord system. on which
they had sef their minds. The unholy
work is, we further believe, being aided
by professional soldiers and sailors,
whose mental activities are always
centred on war and who look to such
as a means of preferment and emolu-
ment. - If . success attends the effort
which is being made to throw the in-
fluence of Canada into the scale in

support of these interests in England,
the cause of social reform in that
country will be put back for a genera-
tion, part of the burden of militarism
by which the masses of Europe are
cursed will’be placed on the back of
Canadian farmers, and human progress
will sustain a check from which it may
not recover in the preseat century.

“The proposal which is being so per-
sistently urged, looking to the intro-
duction of miHtary training in the pub-
lic schools, we consider as being little
less criminal than that Canada enter
upon the building of Dreadnoughts for
European war,

“We have observed with regret the
proposalg, laid before the legislature,
for the granting of millions of aeres
of land and vast sums in money. to
railway promoters. The Grange has
declared over and over again that not
‘another dollar in money or an acre in
land should be granted to any private
railway enterprise. We believe this
position is an eminently sound one,
We feel that it-applies with special
force to the case of the Canadlan
Northern. :

“We hail with satisfaction the pro-
posal contained in the tariff bill -now
before the United States Corigress, or
continental free trade in agricultural
implements. If fhis® proposal is re-

tained in the American tariff, as finally

revised, we beliéeve immediate accept-
ance of the offer by the Dominion
Government should follow., Under #h
system proposed thére would be -
lutely . free competition between. -,
adian -and American implement ,'f’nﬂﬂM
facturers in the American market,and
equally free competition between the
same in the Canadian market; invhoth
countries the choice in service, selec-!
tion and price..would ‘be widemed to
the very greatigadvantage of agriciils
ture in both. Above all, by establishs
ing free intercourse between Cal
and the United States in this l{ne the
way would be prepared for dw&oﬁing' g
freer intercourse in all lines and the
ca}xs:bof’ 1ntdernatlonal peace and g0od
neighborhood would be thereby greatls
strengthened.” ” tlg'
