[He stated that so far as he
 kLew the construction of the annex
was the quickest piece of work of its
kind ever carried out in Toronto,
especially in view of the season itself.
A noteworthy ‘fact in connection with
this work is that it is practically an
all-Canadian job, aitho the company
which owns the hotel is an American
company. The general manager is
Canadian, ¥. . Cardy, the assistant
manager is Canadian, and most of the
employes of the hotel are either Can-
adian or British. At the same time
practically all the material used in
the construction of the new annex is
Canadian, the slogan of the manage-
nment being that of the country, Can-
acdian industries first. There are one or
two materijals which can be. obtained
+jonly from the United States, and
other materials needed can be ob-
tained only from Great Britain,

The terra cotta needed in the outer
facings of the annex can be obtained
cnly from the United States, There
are hundreds of,bathtubs under con-
tract from Canadian firms, and there
are nine elevators under contract from
t| the Otis-Fensom Elevator Company,
t| another all-Canadian firm, Six of
t{ these will be for passenger service,
-| the other three for freight traffic. In
r| all there will 'be 500 bedrooms in the
annex, and when it is completed the
f| foyer of the hotel will be extended to
-|include both the annex and the pres-
ent ground floor, making one of the
most magnificent and most modern
t| foyers to be found on the contiennt.
There will be no hotel of such preten-
tious proportions in Canada’ and few
on the continent when the agnex is
completed.

The annex is the highest structure
in the city, being 260 feet to the roof
of the pent-house. The Royal- Bank
building is 250 feet in height, and
the hotel annex proper rises about 245
feet. The pent-house goes up another
15 feet.

All the floors have been laid but the
top one, and the roof is partly laid.
Only two more storeys of brick re-
main to be put up. Good progress is
being made in putting in' the windows
and the building will be a!l closed in
