Tue Orecox Question.--\We have read with
regret the language of the Haushinglon Union, the
avowed organ of Mr. Polk’s Government, upon the
receipt of the pacitie intelligence which had just
reached the Wnited States fran Bogland.  The
construction which that journal puts upon the pa-
cific tune of the British press and of some of the
leading men in Parliament is, that ¢ England has
been made to feel, by the stand taken by the Pre-
sident on the Oregon question, and so far trium-
phantly sustained by Congress, that the Americans
are in earnest ;”—in short, that our pucific de-
meanour and temperate longuage have bLeen di-
Lrectly cuused by the conviction that the Americans
are united and firm in their resolution to deprive
us of our just rights in Oregon, and that Mr. Polk
is now zertain to reap the froits of his successful
bluster by obwining an immediate and satisfactory
settlement of the que stion.—The American govera-
ment imputes to the policy of the message and the
notice a chance in the whole face of things. No
more threats of war from England; ufter such o
demonstration * the tone of Englund may well be
pacific.”

It is unnecessary to point out to any human heing
in this country, capable of reading these lines, the
total delusion, the perverse misconstruction, and
the futal consequences contained in these expres-
eions of the Wushington Union. It is inthe high-
est degree dangerous to the peace of the world
that such statements as these should go forth with
authority in u foreign country to convey the sup-
posed feelings and intentions of the people of Eng-
land. When we see the labours of the British
préss and the declurations of British statesmen tra-
duced in this manner, we could almost regret thut
we have not employed a rougher languuge and
coarser arguments i the discussion of this question,
as better adapted to the comprehension of trans-
Atlantic controversialists. Our reluctance to ir-
ritate and embitter public feeling on this question,
either ut home or abroad, is misinterpreted into a
doubt of our own rights und o recognition of the
superior rights’of the other party., \Weare digpas-
sionate, therefore we are about to yield ; we are
calin, that ig a sign that the violent policy und lan-
guage of Mr. Polk ure on the cve of accomplishing
a signal viciory,

Whoever knows anything of Iinglishinien and
England knows liow fulse und mischievons these
views of our national eonduct are. Few instances
have occuzred in the history of nations of a people
more completely and unaninously resolved than
we are now to maintain the rights we have long
possessed and enjoyed ; yet Eugland has not shiown
the sliglitest indication of a brutal passion fur war,
but-ou the contrary, un earnest desire to aveid o
conflict, in which we have nothing to fear and
everything to infliet n our ant
confid: nee in the justice of o cause,
no more thar half the object in dispute,and sctoally
less thau the territory now in our possession—this
relinnce on the conciliatory disposition and on the
firm resolution of the Cabinet—this consciousness
of possessing the most tremend us naval resource 8
which ever hurled destruction on an eneniy~have
nltowed the Lnglish people to remnnin ea'iff; BVET to ™™
appurent indifference,  Butthe American Govern-
ment which builds its hopes of a speedy triumnph on
this foundation, deceives the people of the United
States. No such indifference, no division of opin«
ion, no hesitution ae to the course it may be neces-
sary to pursue, exist at all in Engfod. We are
told of the unanimity of the United States in the
fuce of debates and divisions, even on these pre-
liminary resolutions, which indicute an extreme di-
versity of opimone, and great doubt on all hands s
io the result,
Purliament we are confident that the unanimity
would be absolute, It is absolute both ways.
Nohody is for war if it can be avoided by an equi-
table partition of the territory ; nobody will hesi-
tate to give the war the whole support of our na-
tional power and individusl might, if it be forced
upon us by the presumption the exorbitant demands,
and the dclusions of the opposite party.

Mr. Polk stands in a fearful predicament.--Ile
has endeavoured topersuade the people of Amcrica
that England will yield without much farther difli-
culty to the demands he has reiterated in so pe-
remptory a manner ; and if he has failed in intimi-
dating us, he has succeeded in deceiving them.
Hence hisowu organs and his own declarations
have made him powerless to negotiate,  How can
he negotiate, who assures the gountry that England
is ubout to abandon to him the sum total of his de-
mands ?  What concessions can he make to avoid
wur, when he agserts that it is by refusing all con-
cessions that England will be brought to yield ?
Such policy is of the most short-sighted and peril-
ous kind ; for, in the position in which he now
stunde, the President of the United States must
either make concessions, perfectly reasonable in
themselves, but perfectly inconsistent with all his
declarations, or he must run all the risk of plunging
the country into a contest, which he has pretended
to avoid, but which he alonc may render inevitable,

the theatre of war on the banks of the Sutlej,
which arrived at London, via Marseilles, on the
7th instant. The advices are from Bombay to Feb-
ruary 2; Caleutta, January 22; Madras January
26 ; and China December 31.

The British army on the Sutlej is stated now to
amount to 42,480 “‘men, namely, Artillery 1680,
Suppers and Miners 800, Cavalry, 7650, (of which
1350 Europoan,) Infantry 88,350, (of which 6750
Europeen,) with 140 picces of ordnance. The
army is formed into five divisions of lufantry and
four brigades of Cavalry, with a large brigade
Staff. The cavalry is commanded by Major-Gen-
eral 8ir J. Thackwell, and the Infantry divi ions
by Major-Generals Sir H. G. Smith, W. R Gilbert,
Sir R. H. Dick, Sir J, IL Littler, and 8ir J. Grey.

From the 22ud of December, when the victory
was won by the Dritish at Ferozeshah, up to the.
middle of January, both parties uppeared 10 be pre-
paring for the approaching struggle on the right
bank of the Sutlej. The Governor-General re-
mained st Ferozepore, engaged in raising the
bridge of boats, and in making preparations for the
crossing of the river by the British army.

8ir J. Littler’s division was stationed at Ntaree
about seven miles from Eorozepore; the aead-
quarters of the Commander-in-Chief were at Arof-
kee, twelve miles thence ; and Sir Harry Smith’s
force was in advance of the others, not far from
Hurreeke Puttun, which is ono of the great fordsof
the Sutlej.
