GREAT PIANIST DIES
WHILE ON HOLIDAY

Leonard Berwick One of Few

English Artists With Large
Following.

LONDON, Oct. 5—Leonard Borwick,
the world-famous pianist, has died
after a brief illness while on holiday
in France.

Mr. Borwick was a pupil if Mme.
Schumann, and made a great name for
himself during a tour of the United
States, Canada and Australia in 1918.
One Ifading New York critic declared
that in his rendering of Beethoven he
detected the itellectuality of Van Bu-
low coupled with the sensuous charm
of Paderewski.

He was one of the few English pian-
ists with a large following. His re-
citals in the London concert halls drew
crowded audiences, and only a few
months ago he was selected to play be-
fore the Duke of York at an important
artistic gathering.

Mr. Berwick was a great lover of art.
He possessed a number of fine pictures
by famous masters, but they were never
all hung on his walls together. He be-
lieved in studying one or two good pic-
tures at a time and changing them
every few months.

He was 57 years old.
