Mrs. Mary M. Bull Died at
Niece’s Home in
Sussex,

——

The sudden death of Mrs. Mary M.
Bull on Thursday, Jan. 24, at the
residence of her niece, Mrs. Medley

Reid, Sussex, marks the passing of
one of New Brunswick’s oldest in-
habitants.

Mrs. Bull, who was 102 years and
four months old, was the widow of
James Bull of French Village, Kings
County, and' the daughter of Isaac and
Kathrine Rolufson of Nauwigewauk.
She was born in Nauwigewauk on
Sept. 29, 1821, in the reign of George
IV. She was of Loyalist descent, gad
lived under the rule of flve sovereigns
and had always been a resident of
Kings County. She was always faith-
ful to the church, and a kind friend
to all who knew her.

Mrs. Bull was remarkable for her
ncedlework, having done most beauti-
ful crochet and embroidery work, tat-
ting and knitting. Many of her
friends have some of her wqrk in
their possession.

She was of most pleasing personality
and a most interesting (p#ypon to
converse with. To the day of her
death she always read the daily paper,
and was well informed on any subject
brought to her attention. Mrs. Bull
was -in every sense a “wonderful old
lady.”

It will be: remembered that more
than two years ago Mrs. Bull cele-
brated her 100th birthday at the hgme
of her daughter, Mrs. Samuel M.
Crawford of Lakeside, where about 50
of her friends assembled to congratu-
Jate her. It being St. Michaelmas
Day, Rev. C. Gordon Lawrence ad-
ministered the Holy Sacrament to
her earlier in the day, using the “fair
linen cloth” he wused overseas in
France during the Great War, with full
Communion service and hymn “Jesu,
Lover of My Soul.”

On Thursday morning, Jan 24 last,
Mrs. Bull took her breakfast in bed,
but was downstairs during the fore-
noon and remained about an hour.
Then she went back upstairs again
for her usual morning nap. When
Mrs. Reid took her dinner up at one
o'clock she found she had passed
away. She had gone to sleep, covered
up comfortably, and nevee awakencd.
The day before she passed away she
had eaten a hearty dinner and was
apparently in her usual good health,
and her sudden death was a great
shock. :

Her
favorite hymns, “For All the Saints
who from Their Labors Rest,” “Jesu,
Lover of My Soul,” and “Peace, Per-
fect Peace,” and the Nunc Dimittis
were sung by relatives, and Mrs.

Bowman Fisher played the Dead
March. The body was taken to
Hampton on the noon train, and

thence to French Village for inter-
ment beside that of her husband, who
died 40 years ago. Rev. Mr. Brown of
Hammond River officiated at the
grave, where a number of her old

friends gathered to pay their last
tribute to a loving and respected
friend.
