unusually healthy looking babies rang-
ing from two weeks to five mofiths in
age. They gurgled, smiled and laughed,
and shook tiny, chubby fists at the
visitors. Althoughb one or both of their
parents are afflicted with leprosy, the
most searching examination possible
has failed to show a trace of the dis-
ease in any one of the children, or to

children are cared for by the territory.
They are kept at the séttlement until
they reach the age of six months, when
they are taken to Honolulu and placed
in a/home maintained by the Govern-
ment.

The apparent contentment of the in-
mates of the colony and their fear of
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leaving the spot that has. been “home”
to many of them for years unless they
are paroled owing to beneficial results
of injections of the chaulmoogra oil
specific, shattered to bits a tentative
proposal that the settlement be closed
and the inmates moved to some loca-
tion more easy of access. The visit of
the legislature made certain that the
tragedy of the lives of the lepers would
continue to be enacted upon a stage
of marvelous natural scenic beauty and
would not be transferred. 3

No man who has seen what was
once called “the home of the living
death” is quite the same man there-
after.

To cheer the patients the legislators
brought many gifts and toys, and|
many packages from friends and rela- |
tives “on the outside” A Hawalian
orchestra from Honolulu played and|
sang and danced the hula for the
amusement of the inmates, who made
their enjoyment patent by much ap-|
plause. At an assembly the legislators

Practically the_i
only request made was by the blind '
inmates, who asked that they be grant-
ed a monthly allowance of $5 each for|
pocket money, because they are unable |
to work as do patients whose general
health is such that they are still al-,
lowed to work for.

The colony occupies only a slight
portion of the island of Molokai, on
which also are situated the lands where |
the Hawaiian Homes Commission 'is
attempting to establish farms in an
effort to rehabilitate the Hawaiiam
race. Kalaupapa is on the windward
or northern side of the island, on the
peninsula of Makanalua, cut off from |
the remainder of the island by the,
steep cliffs on three sides, with a sea|
‘that is never smooth on the fourth
side. |

shore, while the visitors landed through |
a precarious and treacherous surf from
small boats, weighed anchor in prepa-
ration for departure, the inmates of the
colony, gathered on the little dock,

!Uruguayan Rodeo
0f 15,000 Cattle Is
Pulse-Stirring Sight

English Writer Describes Scene
as Great Herds are Gather-
ed Together at Annual
Southern Round-up.

London, April 2—(By mail.)—“It is
something to have seen 15,000 cattle in
one day; something to have watched a
Uruguayan rodeo (round-up) in this
land of lavish pastures, where every
beast gets from four to seven acres to
himself, and the task of seventy peons
working 50,000 acres is no easy one,”
writes Arthur Mills, from Uruguay, to
The London Daily Mail. .

“Though moon and stars are still
above, the first flicker of the sun’s
lights shows over the horizon as the
‘second’ (assistant manager) and my-
self start. =

“Passing through the peons’ quar-
ters, the ‘second’s young ®chestnut
throws a buck or two. Pedro, the old
gaucho horse-tamer, wearing his enor-
mous spurs, and a.few peons lingering
round a camp over their early mate,
watch critically. They judge A white
man much by his seat on a horse in
tthese parts. . - °

“On, over three miles of rolling
‘camp.’ Now faint at first; but grow-
ing louder, a sound reaches out ears—
like distant thunder or an artillery
barrage heard from a great distance;
it is the call of thousands of cattle;
the rodeo has begun.

“From all parts of the great estate
cattle are being driven to their allotted
points. To the right, to the left, ahead,
silhouetted against the crimson sky,
the slow moving herds troop solemnly.

“Now and .again fifty or a hundred
horses flash by, tails and manes flying
in the breeze. A colt breaks back, but
is immediately headed by a watchful
peon, galloping at breakneck speed
over the broken plain.,

It is a grand sight to watch the
slow approach of these 2,000 beasts,
controlled by ten men at most on their
fast, wiry horses. Lank dogs of grey-
hound breed assist, now and again
finding diversion by coursing a hare.

“The cry of the peons, impossible
to reproduce in print, but not unlike
the shrill treble call of a bird, echoes
round the hills. By seven o’clock this
particular round-up is completed, and
we move on to the next assembly point.
Here we find “Don Carlos,” the tall
English manager of the estate, and the
veterinary officers, and the inspection
begins.
