“In Dublin the proposals are regarded |
more hopefully and the leaders are most!
sptimistic. The idea of turning Ireland
from the gulf to bridge the gap between
Britain and the United States is re-|
garded as a really practical solution.”

London, March 4—Members of the
supreme Allied councii are determined
to adhcre to that organization’s refusal
to allow a restoration of the Hapsburgs
in either Austria or Hungary, it is said
in conference circles in answer to in-
quiries regarding Roumanian fears that
the appointment of Admiral Horty as
Hungarian regent means the return of
the former rulers of that country.

Recognition of the Soviet government

While nothing has as yet been decided
as to the size of the army that Turkey
will be allowed to maintain, the council
is believed to oppose any plan to main-
tain a force larger than 25,000 and may
insist that the Turkish army be consid-
erably less than that. Some members of
the council are said to favor refusing
Turkey_a standing army in any form,
except a gendarmerie under officers ap-
pointed by the Allies.

ITALY ON OLD
WORLD AFFAIRS

Nitti Gives Interview of In-
terest to Manchester
Guardian

Europe .in Danger of Losing
Position Held Before War
-—:Tension Must Be Relax-
ed — No More Meddling
With Another Country’s
Internal Affairs.

London, March 4—FEurope is in danger
of permanently losing the position she
held in the world before the outbreak
pf the war, says Premier Nitti, of Italy.
in an interview printed by the Man-
chester Guardian today. He says that
Europe is no longer a creditor, but is on
the debit side of the ledger.

Public order in Italy is good, says
the premier. -and if that country could
get l}er minimum requireménts in coal,
foodstuffs and raw materials, she would
be able to reconstitute hersclf economi-
cally.

“No attention must be paid to rumors
about Bolshevism,” he continues. “Hard
work and moderation are the slogans
of Italy at the present moment.”

Only brief allusion to the Adriatic
problem is made in the interview. “We
shall find a way out,” says the prem.cr,
“and we and the Jugo-Slavs will bc
friends.” :

“What, after all, is Italy demanding
She wants strips of
territory, the population of which is less
than the Italian casualties in the war.
Do not confuse issues by talking of secret
treaties, The pact of London was con-
cealed only because of the necessities
of the war, and at any rate, those who
might complain are, after all, the Ital-

| ian people.

“There are possibilities of revolution.”
says Signor Nitti, in discussing the gen-
eral situation, *“and these possibilities
threaten us all. The tension must be
relaxed. How can the vanquished pay
indemnity unless their productivity is
restored by allocation of raw materials.
It is a great thing we are not going
to suffocate the Turk, but will help him
to.his feet like any. other suined:

Premier Nittl expresses strong con-
viction in favor of restoring normal re-
lations with Russia, adding: “There
should be no more meddling with the
internal affairs of one country by
another.”
