Montreal, April 28—Ontario people
who come to Montreal and buy liquor
with a view to taking it back to-Ontario
'under the belief that they are legally
entitled to do so, are liable to find them-
selves -mistaken. The provisions of -the
Quebec prohibition law and its manner
of enforcement are that an Ontario man
visiting this province is regarded  as
having-his residence here and is treated
as such. This means that he cannot
come here from Ontario and erder liquor
for his own use and then take it back
with him. He may, however, order it to
be sent to him in Ontario.

The only liquor that can legally be
taken into Ontario is that secured by
means of a medical prescription and
under forty-three ounces, and there is
no need to come to this province for it,
since it can be obtained in exactly the
same way and to the same amount in
Ontario.
