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At the request of the President I also attended four inquests in cases where
the circumstances attending the deaths were of a suspicious character. I also
went down the mine at Springhill, and inspected the horses therein. Found
them in good condition.

While a majority of those cases occurred in the city, very many were
attended to in various parts of the province. In fact the cases in the country
are increasing very rapidly.
