MERCIER IN IT.

Pacaud Told Armstrong He had to Ae-
count to Mercier for $100,000.

Quesec, Oct, 16.—N. C. Armstrong’s
evidence was finished today before the
royal commission and in the main was
confirmatory of that given before the

senate committee, but the witness in one
word, gave a blow to the Mercier govern-
ment. Armstrong after much hesitancy,
confessed that Pacaud had told him at
the Windsor hotel, Montreal, in June,
that he had to account to Mercier for the
disposal of the $100,000 which had been
bagged from the treasury. This wasa
bombshell and came quite unexpectedly,
as startling developements were not
looked for today. It is impossible to de-
scribe the excitement caused by Mercier's
apparent direct complicity shown so ear-
ly in the day. There are some who pre-
tend that the premier will resign, before
