PACKERS’ ASSOCIATION
HEAR ANNUAL REPORT

Ten Canneries Against Twelve :

Last Year—Better Results
Expected.

The annual report of the British Co-
lumbia Packers’ Association, submit-
ted at the annua] meeting of the as-
sociation held in Jersey City, N. J., on
August ‘10th, is just to hand and.shows
the result of last year’'s oOperations.
The report states that the Fraser river
pack last year was almost a com-
plete failure, that this year 10 can-
neries are being operated as against
12 last year and that the dividend last
year was reduced to 3% per cent, the
balance of the profits being added to
working capital. The report also states
that salmon stocks are lighter than for
years and that prices are likely to be
better.

The report, which is dated Vancou-
wer, July 15th. and which is signed by
Willlam H. Barker, reads:

To the Board of Directors and Share-
bholders:

Gentlemen,—In accordance with cus-
tom established, I submit report of
results of business of the asso-
clation for 1907. ;

We operated twelve canneries
one cold storage plant.

The run of sockeyes on the Fraser
river was almost a failure—the total
pack of Fraser river was less than
60,000 cases. Our total pack from all
points was 139,806 cases canned sal-
mon, 180 tons mild cured salmon, and
2,783,978 pounds of “frozen salmon and
 halibut, besides a small quantity . of
cod, herring, sturgeon, etc.

Quite a large part of our canned
salmion was of the cheaper variety,
-the packing of which shows little or
no profit; the lower grades of salmon
being in demand owing to the short
supply of sockeyes.

Betterments.

. Our frozen and fresh fish business
having grown beyond the capacity of
our plant, we decided to enlarge it. We
succeeded in getting a lease from the
Canadian Pacific railway of three lots
adjoining our plant, and have built an
addition, which doubles our' capacity
and gives us two boilers, two engiues
and compressors, making a complete
up-to-date cold storage plant. We have
also added ‘another cold room to our
Balmoral cannery on the Skeena river,
and installed a five-ton 'compressor
there.

and

Steamers.

- We have byllt a new huli for the
steamer Constance’s enginés. We had
a2 new boller, and upon examining the
hull, we decided that it would be un-
wise to place the new boiler in the
boat.. -Qur new steamer is well suited
to our business in every way.

R "Traps.

‘Our venture with Messrs. J. H. Todd
& Sons in joint.operation of traps,
proved very satisfactory last year. We
have arranged to continue it, and, in
addition, we operate jointly their Es-
quimalt cannery. .So far the traps have
done slightly better than last year in
catching spring salmon. We trust they
will do as well with sockeyes.

Hatcheries.

Our Nimpkish hatchery again turned
out its capacity of sockeye fry—about
5,000,000.  The natural grounds were
also “‘well seeded. While our pack of
sockeyes at Alert bay was not very
large in 1907, being 4,135 cases, taken
in camparison with that of 1802, which
was 1,772 cases, and 1903, 1,505 cases, it
would look as if the hatchery should
get some credit. The hétcheries on

streams tributary to the Fraser river]

turned out quite a large quantity of
sockeye fry, about 60,000,000. Every-
thing was favorable for the ‘retention
of the parent fish. The natural spawn-
ing. beds were not well seeded. The
hatchery at Rivers Inlet did Dbetter
than last year, having turned out some
14,000,000 fry. The two hatcheries on
the Skeena. also turned out some 12,-
000,000. Both at Rivers Inlet and the
headwaters of the Skeena, the natural
spawning grounds were well seeded.

Cold Storage.

* ‘As. previously stated, we have dou-
bled the capacity .of our cold storage
plant, and. have installed the boiler
and engine of the Cleeve.: Our fresh
halibut sliipments have increased a 1lit-
tle, but not as much as we expected,
probably owing to the hayd times.

Northern Plants.

The writer has just returned from
an inspection trip of the northern
plants. Aill are in excellent shape and
have made a fair start. The weather
hag been.very bad; this interferes very
much with fishing at River’s -Inlet. We
trust for the 'balance 'of the season
they will have better weather,

Preparations.

We are operating ten canneries this
year, two less than last—seven north
and  three on the Fraser river. We
have prepared for a pack of 152,000
cases, or ‘a little more than we packed
last year, when we did not succeed in
fllling all our ‘cans, carrying over
some 45,000 cases.

Stocks.

We had 'on hand 30th June, 1908, 12,-
554 cases canned salmon—mostly Fras-
er river halves. These should soon be
disposed of at good prices; a few are
being sold from time to time. Stocks
are lighter than they have been for
years.

Finances.

The balance sheet shows a profit for
last season of $68,146.07. We have on
hand canned salmon valued at $91.-
983.91, and have used in preparations
for this season's pack, new cold stor-
age, steamer, new machinery, etc., in-
cluding amount of inventories of ma-
terials, $517,912.21. Stock of frozen fish
in cold storage 27th' June, $23.000 and
and sundry accounts, $28.986.42. We
owe¥ the banks 30th Junpe, $74,901,85;

outstanding accounts same date, $8,-
817.51.

Your directors thought best to omy
pay a 3% per cent dividend last year,
adding balance of profits earned, to
working capital.

THE C. P, R. STRIKB,

The Saturday Post of Winnipeg of
August 8th contains the following ar-
ticle on the strike of the C. P. R. me-
chanics:

“It would seem that Western Can-
ada has not had‘ enough difficulties
to contend with @uring the past
yvear, Because of this  astonishing
lack of difficulties, therefore, the C.
P. R. and eight thousand of its me-
chanies have got into.a fight that
promises to tie that whole railway’s
system up, right in the midst of the
season when the greatest wheat crop
in the history of the West should be
handled.

Much will be said during the next
few days concerning the justice of the
cause of each party to the dispute.
Each party will be blamed by the
friends of the other for having caused

e
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whole financial and commercial struc-
ture of the West depends.

This is ths situation as it really
stands. It is 4dle and unreasonable to
blame them, fée striking at this critical
moment. Who could expect them to
strike at any other time? Would it be
reasonable to suppose that they would
postpone the giving of effect of their
objections to the new schedule, intro-
duced by .the C. P. R., unti] such time
as the rush of the harvest would be
over and the succeeding slackness when
men would “not_be particularly wanted
would - arrive? Surely not. The men
are fighting for their bread and butter.
They have not'sought a quarrel. They
are in no sense the aggressors. They
merely demand that they be treated as
in the past—as they would as-
suredly be treated now, had not busi-

ness depression given the company the {

idea that . it could successfully seize a
favorable opportunity  to smash the
unions.

It is to the C. P." R., therefore, that
the public must look for relief from
railway conditions that will become in-
tolerable in a few weeks if the com-
pany does not, before the iapse of that
time, reach an agreement with its men.
The strike of the mechanical depart-
ment of the road will soon leave the

the trouble, and this recrimination

will. rage -merely for: the purpose
clouding the issue. That issue, how-
ever, should be so clearly understood
by .the people of Western Canada that
there should be no. possibility of such
tactics proving succegsful.

The company. during the past year
has been preparing, and, indeed, in
some measure prosecuting, a cam-
paign . against unionism amongst its
employees. It has deliberately set
out to smash the urions. Taking ad-
vantage of the bad times which left all
great employers in ‘a position where
they believed they could be more inde-
pendent-of their employees, the C. P. R.
threw several thousand men—union
men—out of work in Montreal .some
months ago, and. all over its lines gave
notice that a new- schedule~was to be
adopted. Naturally, the men :protested
and threatened trouble, Finally a board
of arbitration was asked for under the
Lemieux Act, and this board presented
a majority and minority report — the
majority report favoring the company
and the minority report favoring the
men,

Under the Act neither party to the
dispute is bound either by law or moral
obligation to abide by even a unanim-
ous decision of such a board of arbi-
tration. The meén, therefore, quite na-
turally declined to agree with the ma-
jority report—and the company natur-
ally refused . to agree with the men.
The situation, therefore, immediately
before the strike, was exactly the situ-
ation that existed immediately before
the board of arbitration was called into
existence. The men declined ‘to aceept
the new schedule that the company at-
tempted to force upon them. A strike
became inevitable—and consequently a
strike we have to-day.

‘Who is to be blamed for this condi-
tion that has so rudely been forced up-
on the Canadian public—the men who
went on strike rather than accept new
conditions that were much less favor-
able to them than were the conditions
under which they had worked for years,
or the company that insited on enforc-
ing those new condition=s? If the C. P,
R, were an ordinary private corporation
that owed no duty to the public, that
question might be difficult to answer.
The C. P. R. being a great franchise-
holding corporation, however—a great
public utility—the answer to the ques-
tion is not far to seek.

Every dollar’'s worth of railway, roll-
ing ‘stock and equipment, land, etc,,
that the C. P. R. owns to-day it got
from the people of Canada. It owes its
very existence to the unequalled gener-
osity of the Canadian public. These
scores of millions of dollars’ worth of
property it-obtained as-a gift of such
generous proportions as to astonish the
world. There can be little doubt, then,
as to the relations that should exist be-
tween the company and the public that
has so richly endowed it. The C. P. R.
is under moral obligations to the people
of Canada to do everything within its
rower to advance the interests of those
people. It is under every obligation to
protect those people from every loss
and convenience over which it exercises

How is the C. P. R. displaying its
gratitude to those people to whom it
owes so much, at the present moment?
It is taking advantage of conditions
caused by world-wide misfortune—con-
Cditions generally known as hard times
—to quarrel with its employees in the
Lope of snatching monetary advantage
at a favorable moment—and in taking
advantage of those conditions, it delib-
erately sacrifices most vital interests
of the Canadian people, more particu-
larly the people of the West, by thrust-
ing upon them a railway blockade on
(the eve of atharvest on the successful
and expeditious handling of which the

in ‘the past, which .the record for the
past few years.shows to be quite neces-
sary,-and altogether too exciting to bhe
conductive to nervous repose. But this
is riot all. If the men of the mechanical
department.find that they are not going
to be able to carry their point in.a rea-
sonably-short-time, - it -is not unlikely,
indeed- it is highly ‘probable that the
men of .other departments—say the &n-
gineers—will be called out in a sympa-
thetic strike. This would completely
paralyze the road by making the mov-
ing of trains impossible—for it must be
understood that the demand for en-
gineers greatly exceeds the supply,
while the train crews are thoroughly
organized union men.

However unpleasant the situation
may . be, the* only sane and ‘manly
thing to do with it is to face it, and
attempt to overcome it. The situation
that has been created by this strike on
the C: P. R. is not only unpleasant—it
threatens to become disastrous. If the
C. P. R. should be tied up for any con-
siderable time during - the next  few
weeks—as seems highly probable—the
whole of Canada—more particularly
the west—wili suffer a blow that will
be unusually ‘destructive because it will
come on top of a long series of misfor-
tunes that we have sustained during
the past two years.

This being ‘the case, everything must
now be done—and done quickly—to have
this strike settled within a very few
days. ‘- It is’ pitiable to hear the mayor
of Winnipeg, the moment the strike is
on, whine about his being powerless to
do anything, and. also hear officers of
our biggest business organizations ad-
mit that they are up in the air, ‘and
have no idea of what they should, can
or may do. Where are our boards of

trade, scattered from one end of Can- |

ada to another, and made up of busi-
ness men who give the C. P. R. hun-

i dreds of thousands of dollars annually

in freight charges?- Where is our much
tooted union of Canadian municipali-
ties, which meets-once a year to dis-
cuss what it would and should do in
certain abstract and remote contingen-
cies Let these bedies all get together
and convince-the C. P.-R. that it will
cost it a pretty penny in business that
will be diverted from it .if it permits
this tie-up to :continue. Let those
boards. of trade and these municipal
councils also bring united pressure to
bear upon the government and the
railway commission, to compe] inter-
ference that will result in a termina-
tion of the conflict. But whatever is
done let it be done immediately—for if
one of the greatest black eyes that
Western Canada can possibly recelve is
to 'be avoided, this strike must be killed
before it is three weeks old. .

SHOT WRECKS
BIG WAREHOUSE

SPECTACULAR SIGHT
AT PRINCE RUPERT

Huge Rocks Tear Gaping Holes
in Building—G. T. P.
Wharf Damaged.

Prince Rupert, Aug. 16.—Another big
shot on the construction work of the
Grand Trunk Pacific was fired on
Thursday ~afternoon when four holes
drilled to a depth of 33 feet in the
solid rock of the big bluff at the wharf
were loaded with 1350 kegs of powder
and 50 boxes of dynamite.

It was a grand sight for the on-
lookers on the hill above the town as

the whole mass rose 150 feet or more |

into the air, then crashed down on the
eastern end of Foley, Welch & Stew-
art’s big shed which is used by the
Pacific Coast Steamship Company as
‘a warehouse, tearing off the planked
protection roof and knocking

flew in every
building looked as though it had un-
dergone a siege. A big tree was plant-
ed in one of the gaping holes in the

roof; while rocks weighing half a ton|

were hurled clean through the build-
ing, smashing partitions, and tearing
up the wharf on:the opposite side.
The Alaska Pacific Express Com-
pany’s office which is also in the same
building was badly wrecked and con-
siderable damage done to the fixtures.
Several bearing piles of the new G.
T. P. wharf were wrenched out of po-
sition, while rocks weighing a ton
made kindling wood of the capping,

and put some -bad crimps in the big |

stringers beneath. The damage will
amount to several hundred dollars
which will be charged up to Ross &
Carlson, who are doing the work.

FAIRVIEW INHABITANTS
ARE FIGHTING FLAMES

High Wind Fans Forest Fire to
Large Propor-
tions.

Vancouver, Aug, 18.—For - several
hours last night the residents in the
vicinity of Magee station,:and out be-
yond Fairview, formed into an. im-
promptu fire brigade, fought a huge
forest fire _that threatened to demolish
their houses and property and place
their lives in segious danger. All night
long the great .trees in  the woods,
thousands of tons of dry woed, and the
thick underbruysh flared and crackled,
fanned into a.sdaring, raging furnace
by the wind that swept in from the
gulf. The citizens ahose houses lay: in
the danger zone, assisted by scores of
others, turned -out -and attempted to
stay the progress of the flames, but
their efforts would have been in vain
had net the wind suddenly changed
and carried thie fire in the direction of
Granville street.

The houses-of Messrs. Adams and
Garrick, two well known residents,
were in the most imminent danger, and
at.the former house an anxious crowd
was kept busy pouring water over. the
roof and clearing the space around of
waste wood. . Had the house not been
made of brick and cement it would
now be a heap of ashes. Other resi-
dences were in. danger, but were saved
through the efforts of the fire fighters.
A shingle mill, operated by electrical
power, and owned by Mr. Douglas;, was
burnt to the ground, with outbuildings,
and stack of lumber during the night.
This was the most serious loss, over 2,-
000 cords of wvaluable wood, and the
majority of others lost outbuildings
and wood as well.

The fires were started by the clear-
ing operations of a gang of Chinese
laborers.

From Point Roberts this afternoon
came a report that a large fire is run-
ning through some, valuable —timber
there on the Canadian side of the
boundary line. It is expected that the
loss will be large.

Another large fire reported as
having broken out at Otter bay, Van-
couver Island, but no details have
been received concerning it. Many
new fires were reported at the fire war-
den’s office between 10 and 12 o’clock
to-day. The smoke hovering over the
cily and inlet comes from the ‘fire on
Bowen island, which is- still smoulder-
ing.
