Moscow, Dec. 28.—Baron Cotte, chief
of ‘thé secret political police, was
killed, ‘'and Colonel Buraki was wound-
ed ‘in a fierce encounter on Saturday
with “revolutionists who Were en-
trenched in a suburban villa. During
the fight several policemen were kiled
and others wounded. Troops were
summoned to the aid of the policemen
and ‘a' regular bhattle ensued. Artillery
finally had to be brought to bombard
the villa before the revolutionists were
subdued.

The  occurrence - is the most serious
sinee- the uprising ‘of December, 1905.
The villa where the fighting took place
occupies a stategic position on Elk
Island, an isle in the river near Mos-
cow, ang a favorite summer resort.
The leaders of a revolutionary move-
ment were holding a meeting in the
house.: The police got wind of the af-
fair, and surrounded the villa with the
purpose of making arrests. As ' they
approached thé house the revolution-
ists opened fire, This resistance was
unexpected and the police withdrew.
Then infantry were sent for and with
this - reinforcement a second advance
was made. The police and soldiers
had to retire a second time, angd it was
in ‘this' encounter that Baron Cotte
was killed and Colonel Muraki wound-
ed. Several soldiers were also killed.

When the artillery appeared, a few
well directéed shots put an end to the
trouble. ‘The losses sustained by the
revolutionists are not known, but are
