,W!hCTe,.fee ■ assassin' will he ooofined, de­
scribe as sad ihdeed fee result of soli­
tary life impissooxneat. One man whom 
he saw, tiie perpetrator of. a . Series of 
murders in the mountains, had been in 
the cell for fifteen years, with the result 
that he completely lost his reason. The 
governor of the prison confessed that in 
view of this and other similar cases his 
views of capital punishment had under­
gone a complete change, and that he was 
now strongly in favor of the death pen­
alty.

Mr. Ridgely, the American consul here, 
was informed last night by a cabinet 
officer that, much as it would please the 
authorities to send the assassin to Austria 
for trial, it cannot be done under fee 
constitution.
