MEETING OF  SOCIETIES.

Proposal of Federated Board to Be Dis-
‘cussed To-morrow Afternoon.

The proposal of the Federated Board
to erect a ward at the Jubilee hospital
for the use of members of secret socie-
ties has been taken up and discussed by
almost all the lodges of the city. In
most cases the plan has been very favor-
ably received, and a meeting of the so-

cieties of Victoria has been called for-

to-morrow afterroon in ‘the ‘A~ O. U.
W. hall for the purpose of discussing
end making further arrangements for
the carrying out of the scheme. Mem-
bers of the different lodges will deliver

speeches explaining the proposal, and the

-opinions of the various orders in regard
40 the plan will be received.

It is proposed by the Federated Board
4o erect a ward. adjoining. the Provincial
Royal Jubilee hospital, the cost of which
will amount to about $7,000. Half of
this amount. the societies will have to
contribute. It will contain about 17 or
18 beds, and be divided into private
yooms and a semi-ward. There are in
the city about 2,200 members. of lodges.
About 1,000, it is estimated, will con-
gribute 25 cents a month until the
amount 1equired has been subscribed.
“The institution will be. maintained after
its erection by the contribution by mem-
bers of 10 cents monthly. This will en-
able the members contributing to use the
ward free of charge. The physicians’
services, however, will be charged for

wnless the physician be one employed by |

the lodge to attend its members. Sug-
gestions have been received by the Fed-
erated Board that all the lodges of ‘the
province be allowed to contribute towards
the eroction of the building, Members
of lodges outside Victoria would then
come to this ~ity when ill to enjoy the
privileges of the free use of the society
ward. It would also take some of the
weight of the cost of the erection of the
Puilding off the shoulders of the lodges
of this city,

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MISSIONARY'S FAREWBLL,

Chinese Bid Good-Bye to Rev. A. B.
Winchester.

At the Presbyterian Mission hall last
night the Christian Chinese bade fare-
well to Rev. A, B. Winchester, who, dur-
ing his ministrations among them, sesms
to have endeared himself to the Orient-
als as much as to the Anglo-Saxon por-
tion of the community. Addresses were
presented to the deperting missionary,
together with. many souvenirs expres-
sive of the regard felt by the Chinese to
cne who has always manifested the deep-
est interest in them, -

Speaking of Mr, Winchester's assump-
tion of the pastorate of Knox church,
Toronto, the Presbyterian Review pays
a warm tribute to his worth, It says:

“The intimation that Rev. A, B, Win-
chester had decided to accept the call of
the Knox church congregation, Toronto,
came so late 'ast week that we could but
anpounce it to our readers. In this
issue we give a fuller sketch of one who
has already shown himself to be a work-
man needing not to be ashamed, and who
has couragevusly taken up a work sec-
ond. to none in importance and responsi-
bility. in Toronto.

“Mr, Winchester is a strong preacher
in the prime of life, He was one of the
first graduates in Maintoba College under
the late Principal King. Hven as a
student he took a strong interest in work
among the Chinese, and on graduating,
though he was offered the position of
superintendent ‘of their work in India
by the A, B. C. F. M., his desire to work
among the Chinese led him to aceept an
inferior position in order that he might
preach to them,

“In China he worked for two years,
acquiring even in that limited time a
good command: of the language., Then
on account of Mrs. Winchester’s failing
health he was obliged to return to Can-
ada.  Shortly after his return he was
called to St. Andrew’s, Berlin, where he
remained till the Foreign Mission com-
mittee decided to appoint one to super-
intend the work among the Chinese in
British Columbia, For this work Mr.
Winchester was chosen, and has been
successfully carrying it on ever since.

“Mr, Winchester is an exceptionally
strong preacher, and during the period
of his work in British Columbia he has
received several calls to take charge of
‘congregations of white ‘people, these he
has refused. He had, however, decided
to tender Tis resignatioz o2 t%e Chinese
work, and it would have been aecepted
early in January, 8o, without any
respite in his work, he will step at once
into the arduous work of a great city
congregation, In all probability Mr.
Winchester will be inducted early ih the
rew century.”

TELEGRAPHIC IMPROVEMENTS.

Edison’s System of Setting the Elements
at Defiance ‘Adopted in Victoria.

A very successful test of the Phono-
plex was made at the office of the Great
Northwestern Telegraph company last
night, where a set of these instruments
has been installed under the direction of
Assistant Superintendent McKisick, As
has already been deseribed, this system
was devised by Bdison, the, Electrical
Wizard, to overcome interruptions to the
successful working of wires between any
two stated points. The elements had a
hand in the test last night, for the severe
storm which has been raging for two
days on the Gulf and Sound somewhat
damaged the wires to the extent that
Manager Dee of the Western Union had
but one wire to Seattle, and ‘that was
crossed and grounded with other wires.
These were ideal conditions for a prac-,
tical test of the “‘Phone,” and it did not
fail, in fact the test was a perfect sue-
cess, messages being transmitted over a
wire  which under ordinary ' circum-.
stances would have been considered ab-
solutely dead., = With these instruments
vothing short of a break in all the wires
at the same point can prove a hindrantce
to handling messages, a condition of
things hitherto - unobtainable, at any

To the Visitor of the School:

My Lord:—I bave the honor to submit the
report of: the scheol during the past ye:".

I am pleuedto,tnnounce_u'teul"-
crease in our aumbers. In September, 1897,
when the school was removed from the Es-
quimalt road to the buildings we at present
occupy, our roll was 18; pow it is 56. As
we are growing term by term, 8 serious
quesdtion arises as to omr accommodation,
which is by Do means adequate to our re-
guirements, either in class rooms or in
dormitories for boarders. 1 am: most thank-
ful to report that this has been an un-
broken term as regards work, and that we
bave been free from any Ccases of iliness
whatever. Our examiners this term have
been Rev. H. H. Gowen, of Seattle; the
Rev. W. D. Barber, M. A, rural dean, and
Mr. A, J. Parlsh, M. A, R. N,, naval in-
structor of H. M. 8 ‘Warspite, to all of
whom we are much indebted for thelr
valuable assistance.

Your Lordship has given us an entrance
scholarship for the fifth year, which will
be competed for, all being well, on the
first’ day of the Easter term, Jan. 27th,
1001. Entries for this will be recelved
by me up to the morning of the examina-
tion.

Your Lordship has also given us two div-
inity prizes, the Hon. Mr. Justice Martin
an arithmetic prize for the third year, Mr.
B. R. Seabrook has supplemented his hand-
some prize at the athletic sports in June
1ast by giving us a recitation prize and a
boarders’ prize, and Bishop Dart, of New
Westminster, whose two sons are at the
school,; has given a moral conduct’ prize

ben one for the best map in the school.
His Honor the Tieutenant-Governor, ‘whose
atsence through illness we all deplore this
evening, has shown his interest In the
school by donating a moral conduct prize
for the upper school.

I am pleased to report a sound' moral
tone -throughout the school, and that the
discipline is thoroughly good.

Thoroughness is cour aim, and the faet
that we have boys from Hcnoluly, the
Sound cities and distant points of British
Columbia, testifies to our being known be-
sond Victoria.

This term’s prizes have been gained as
lonflows: The scholarship, open to the whole
school, has beén gained by Patton, in Form
VI, ‘with an average of 79.8, closely fol-
lowed by Holden, in the upper second'form,
with 70.4. I sineerely congratu'ate Holden,
a boy of 11 years of age, competing so
closely with a boy of 17. ¢

Form VI prize has been gained by Pat-
ton; Form V by Cornwall: Form IV by
Newcombe I; Form IIT by Houghton; npper
second by Holden; lower second by Drake;
‘Form I hy Stoddart.

Diyinity prize for the upper school has
fallen to Dart I, and in the lower school to
Bendrodt. The arithmetic prize has been
gained by Newcombe I, with 85 per cent.,
Wilmot being second with 80. The map
prizes are awarded to Dart II for the upper
school, and Houghton for the lower school,
Titts I being awarded an extra prize for
his painstaking map of China. The moral
conduct prize for the upper school has been
gained by Kay; that for the lower school
by Benson. The boarders’ prize has fallen
to Kerfoot, 'and the music prize, presented
by Miss Arehbutt, to Dart II. The recita-
tion prizes have been gained by Geoffrey
Armytage and Campbell. .

In conclusion, I must heartily thank my
friends and colleagues, the Rev. C. Ensor
Sharp, M. A., and Mr. H. J, 8. Mushett,
for their loyal and unvaryiag support and

co-operation in, assisting me to carry om"

the ‘work of the school, which, by" God’s
bleseing, is in such a prosperous condition.

Form III.—Houghton $4, Marshall, Har-
rigson II, Bpenmcer I and Hastings I come
first, all doing excellent work,

Literatute and English Recitation,

Form IV.—Armytage obtains full .marke
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in this subject, and is deserving of special
mention, for careful memorizing and clear-
ness of enunclation. Kerfoot, Campbell and
Kay are also marked excellent.

Form IIl.—Houghton 96, Marshall, Gar-
rett, Harrison II, and Spencer I are worthy
of commendation for their Intelligent ren-
dering of their work and knowledge of the
subjects. '

Divinity.—Bendrodt takes first place, ob-
taining full marks in the guestions set.

Arithmetic.—Benson 79, and Martin 71,
come first, the gemeral average being 50
per cent. for the form.

‘. Geography and . History.—In these sub-
jectsy Pinder comes first, with 85, and
Rendrodt 80, on the. average.

The results as a whole are satisfactory,
showing systematic and methodical teach-.
ing. The general percentage is ahove the
average. I especlally commend Armytage
and Houghton for high average of marking.

A thorough grounding in English being an
esgential of modern edncation, so far as
my observation goes, I can testify to the
standard of excelience which the Oollegiate
school has reached in these smbjects.

Mr. Parish’s report was next received.

Esquimalt, Dec. 11, 1800.

Dear Mr. Laing:—In accordance with
your request, I have examined the boys of
the Collegiate school In mathematics. 1
enclose the marks gained by the boys in
the following papers, namely, arithmetic,
algebra, and Eueclid.

Arithmetic.—The whole school took the
same arithmetic paper, and with three or
four exceptions, it was well done. Patton
obtained full marks; Wilmot, Dart I,
Houghton, Leiser and Newcombe I gained
voer: 90 per cent., which is a very creditable
peflormance. Nineteen out of 84 boys ex-
amined obtained over 50 per cent.

Algebra.—The boys were examined in this
sthject in three divisions, a separate paper
being given tc each division. In Division I
Wiimot did a very good paper, and obtained
79 per cent. The rest did fairly well, and
averaged about half marks, though in this
division there seemed rather a weakness
in the definitions of the subject.

In Division II a very good knowledge of
the subject was shown, the division only
contains six boys and enly one boy falled
to get over 90 per cent. Bell and Patton
both obtained full marks. Lelser, John-
son, Tod I obtained over 90 per cent.

In Division III Houghton obtains full
marks, and Keefoot is onfy ome mark be-
hind him, while Dart 11 and Newcombe I
obtained over 90 per cent.

Euclid.—The boys were examined in this
subject in three divisions, a separate paper
being set to each division. "

In Division I Patton is first with 80 per
cent., Dart I and Potts obtained over 50
per cent.

Perhaps the paper may have been a little
lcng for the time at their disposal, but
there were very few attempts at the rid-
ers; the propositions, however; were care-
fully and well done.

In Division II Leiser is first, with 90 per
cent,, and Campbell obtains over half
marks.

In Division III Kerfoot obtains 83 per
cent., Johnson and Newcombe I, the only
other two taking up Eueclid in this division,
over 50 per.cent.

On the whole, the style in which the

The subjeets all show signs of having heen
very carefully taught, and the average of
marks obtained is encouragingly high.

According to the showing of the actual
figures, Holden comes out: with the best
average in the whole school, so far as my!
examination goes, having obtained 76 per
cent, of the total possible, but ag I have
only examined him in five subjects as com-
pared with eight given in the other forms, "
T feel it ‘would hardly be fair to prefer
him to Patton who, i eight subjects, comes
out with an average of 75 per cent. I
therefore adjudge to him the highést honow
of the examination just concluded.  Not
far behind Patton comes Potts,' of Form V,
with an average of 74, and Houghton, In
Torm I, has dcne exceedingly well, with
an average of 69. The highest average in
Form IV has been obtained by Johnson,
with 65. Of the individual subjects, I
would like to say that all the Greek papers
are exceedingly gocod, Patton and Dart'I
ranning each other close for the highest
marks,

In Latin, Hanington’s was the best paper
in the school, and deserves special men-
tion. :

The best French papers were done by
Wilmot and Hougkton. Divinity prodnced
good papers in every form, Dart I, Potts,
Kerfoot, Hougttor and MHolden deserving
special mention,

The English history paper of Newcombe
I comes near to gaiaing full marks, while
Patton and Potts did almost equally well.

The geography was good ail throdgh,
£uding its best etpression In the papers
of Wilmot, Potts, Newcombe I and Ffol
den,

In general knewledge, Potts easily out-
distanced all compelitcrs. The essay work
shows some good c¢cmpositions, with re-
sults as follows: \

Reviewing the papers as a whole,
I am able to express my general apprecia--
tion of the wark shown. Spelliug and
writing were not always up to the mark,
the questions are not always understood,
and there were many gleams of the uncon-
ecious humor of the schoolboy in the an-
swers given, such as the idea that Maunday
Thursday was so called from the mourning
which followed the execution of Charles I,
or that the father and mother of St. John
were Mr. and Mrs, Zebedee, but these are
things always to be expected.

The amount of solid work exhibited eoun-
terbalances all defects, and has made the
task of an examiner a very pleasant one

In conclusion, I would say that you and
your colleagues are to be heartily congrat-
ulated on the work accomplished during the
past term. { .

Gordon Qets
Ten Weeks

Alpha’s Eugineer Sentenced by
Magiltrate Hall for Desert-
ing the Ship,

A Curious Bit of Marine Life Dis.
closed by the Evi-
dence.

The troubles which have arisen be-
tween the ownars of the steamer Al
and the chief engineer terminated
terday, when Chief Engineer Gordon
was arraigned in the provincia) police
court for desertion, and sentenceq to ten
weeks’ imprisonment. The owners had
as counsel Thornton Fell, while rdou
was unrepresented.

A{s Gordon admitted the charge of de-
sertion, the proceedings did not oceupy
very long. However, he got an uppu;-
tunity, under the plea of extenuating cir-
cumstances, of explaining some or the
reasons waich he alleges led him to turn
his back forever on the vessel upon her
re;‘he.eching gock in Vietoria,

charges were of a very sweepin

charaeter, and were generally embrgceﬁ
under the one statement that the vessel
was unseaworthy. Gordon alleged that
one:of the owners, Mr, Barber, succeed-
gd in getting him drunk, and that while
intoxicated he signed a paper whereby
he acknowledged himself the cause of
the three days’ detontion of the vessel in
Vancouver, and subscribed himself as
liablg to the extent of $150, half the cost
en_talled on the ship by said detention.
His firemen, he alleged, were taken on
by 'the owners and were green men,
having never fired before in their lives,
and one of them had to be brought
aboard in irons. This man, he says, dis-
appeared during the night but the matter
was not reported to the police.
