They were surrounded on all 
sides with massive floes and were as 
helpless as babes. They thought their 
destruction was at hand a dozen times, 
and their escape is deemed almost 
miraculous.

His attorneys made objection to 
tence being passed, on the ground that 
appeal had been made to the Supreme 
court for a new trial, thus taking the 
case out of the hands of the lower court. 
Before making another move the defence 
will await the results of the extra 
sion of the legislature, with the modifica­
tions which it may make of the laws re­
lating to capital, punishment.

In passing sentence the court briefly 
recited the facts surrounding its refusal 
to issue a death warrant in the case 
June (it!:, when Boyce was brought into 

sentence, giving as a reason 
that any day which he then might have 
fixed for the execution would be after 
the Itands Jaw had taken effect and be­
come a law; and, for -the reason that this 
law repealed the law now in force, when 
the date of execution arrived the sheriff 
would not be empowered by the existing 
laws of the state to execute the pri­
soner.

A nugget valued at the snug, small 

fortune of $1,020 and tipping the refined 
gold scales -at 034 ounces, was found on 
Frank Phjscator's claim, No. 2 Eldo­
rado, a few days ago. according to the 
Dawson News. The value given is 
reckoned on the basis of $10 to the 
ounce.

The ground from which the big nug­
get was taken was being worked on a 
lay by T. G. Edgar. Under a ruling in 
a case brought before the courts several 
months ago. the possession of the nug­
get falls to the owner of the claim. Mr. 
Phiscator was present when the nugget 
was taken out, and immediately took 
possess’on of it.

This is one of the largest nuggets 
ever found in the camp. One was 
found on Clieechaco worth something 
like $1,300. The one found yesterday 
is perhaps the second largest produced 
in the district.

The big piece of treasure is somewhat 
flat and has a little quartz in the sides. 
It was thrown in the sluice and not dis- 
c vered until the riffles were cleaned.

He was 
ordered medicine to be taken half an hour 
before meals, and was requested by the 
head nurse of the ward to come for it at the 
appointed time, the nurses then being very 
busy preparing the meals for the patients.

On one occasion he was left 
without medicine for a short time while 
his bottle was being refilled. He was never 
known to offer to assist ini the hospital, and 
when the head nurse asked him to sit by 
the bedside of a delirious patient he re­
fused, was rude end was reported.
