The publication of this little book be-
gins a new era in the Literary History
of this Province. It has had no pre-
decessor and it has no companion. Vol-
umes of verse we have had, of domestic
make, but no volume of poetry except
the one now before us. No person
with poetic tastes can open it at ran-
dom, and read a dozen lines, without
his attention being arrested by the soul
shining through the song ; without feel-
ing the force of the divine afflatus
breathing through the lines ; without
noticing a wealth of epithet and elo-
quence of diction, a richness of meta-
phor ; without being forced to acknow-
ledge that a good thing has come out of
the New Brunswick Nazareth. He is
prosy'indeed, even to stupidity, who
can compare it to anything that has been
hitherto published as the production of
the Muse of New Brunswick. Others
have writtenflowing ballads and dreamy
sonnets and respectable verse of many
metres, but none of them stand on the
same plane with the author of ¢ Orion.”
He is the Chaucer of New Brunswick
literature. But he resembles the au-
thor of the ¢ Canterbury Tales” only
in this one point—of superiority to his
pred ors and ¢ poraries, and
not in the character and bent of his
genius. He has not, like Chaucer,
employed the framework of foreign
story in immortalizing domestic life
and character, but has contented him-
self, chiefly, in following the beaten
path he found on the classic summits
of song, where he caught his inspira-
tion. We shall not quarrel with him
for this. The man who sings because |
he m “choose his theme.
ﬂm.m:o:he first flights under
the eye of the masters, amid familiar
scenes, than to risk all by .venturing
out into the untried and unknown.
But having found his wings strong and

+

gained for his muse a wide recognition,
the young ‘poet need not hesitate to
spread his pinions in the limitless ether
of modern life and thought. There
must be inspiration for him, if he seeks
it, in the scenery, the legends, the his-
tory of our own land and in the life,
the thought and the labors of our
own people. The field is all before
him where to choose. Longfellow
glanced over it and made one of its
episodes a portion of the deathless
heritage of song. Will our young poet
take the hint? He has, we are glad to
notice, faith in his own powers —an
assurance that the impulse to sing isa
genuine inspiration. ‘‘ Surely,” he
beautifully says, addressing the ‘ Spirit
of Song,”

Surely I bave seen the majesty and wonder,
Beauty, might, and splendor of the soul

of song; :
SurelyI have felt the spell thatliftsasunder

Soul from body, when lips faint and

thought is strong ;
Surely I have heard
The ample silence stirred
By intensest music from no throat of bird:—
Smitten down before thy feet
From the paths of heaven sweet,
Lowly I await the song upon my lips con-
ferred.

Here we have at once the confidence
and the humility of genius,—the proud
consciousness of power, and the rever-
ent recognition of its source. We be-
lieve he has 1ot been deceived and confi-
dently lovk forward to afaller demon-
stration of his powers in the future.

¢ Orion ” the principal poem in the
volume before us is a fragment of clas-
sic story in stately blank verse. The
onward flow Of the story is stayed at
times by rhetorical inversions and the
beauty of the diction marred by con-
ceits after the manner of the old mas-
ters, but its current is so strong and
deep, and its bosom so bedecked with
flowers of song that we would not notice
the fanlts if we were not reading to re-
view, but merely to enjoy. Orion af-
ter ridding the land of wild beasts has
returned to claim his promised reward,
‘“ snow-breasted Merope,” the daughter
of the King. The poem opens with a
description, a magnificent piece of
landscape painting, of the scene upon
which the mighty hunter looked ; for
part of which we make room : —

Two mighty arms of thunder-cloven rock

Stretched ever westward toward the set-
ting sun,

And took into their ancient scarred em-
brace

A laughing valley and a crooning bay.
» » * And the river flowed

With tumult, till it caught the mighty
8peec.

Rolleg upward from the ocean, when it

And hushed its rapid song in reverence,

And wound slow-footed through the sum-

To the kditor of the Miramichi Advance.

DEeAR Sir :—It is too bad that our fisher-
men are prevented, the greater part of the
fishing season, from setting their nets on
account of lumber floating down in the
S. W. Boom and back again up the river
with the tide and east wind. On the 15th
of August we are required to take up our
nets, aud the honest fisherman’s season is
over for the year, while a large number of
others a e allowed to set out their nets at
four o’clock in the morning and take them
up again at eight o'clock in the evening,
and continue to do so until the first day of
November without paying any license or
fine. Our Wardens seems to stay at home
and attend to private business, while the
Government is paying them for doing so.
On the morning of the 15ta Oct. I was
crossing the river and counted 10 nets, all
inside of one and a half miles, so I think
it time we had proper Wardens appointed
who would exert themselves a little to
prevent our fishing rights from being so
shamefully neglected. E. A
