* GALICIANS WILL SOON TAKE

PART IN PUBLIC AFFAIRS

P ey
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Growing More Independent Politically —

American

Invasion
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EDMONTON, Alta., May 7-—-Among
the numerous peoples who. make up
the population of the West an unmis-
takably important part is that taken
by the Galicians. A iargz colony cf
them is growing up in the Edmaonion
country, and a number are anicng
the business aad laboring ciasses of
the city as well. That we are to have
more of them is evidenced by the fact
that recent immigrant arrivals at
‘Winnipeg have included a large pro-
portion of Galicians, whose purpose it
is to work during the summer on
Grand Trunk Pacific construction.

The Galicians have proved thus far
a useful class, It can hardly be said
that they are entirely desirable citi-
gens, for they are not only imbued
with domestic habits and ideals that
are distinctly not Canadian, hut they
are of wuncertain temperament and
still undevloped in the principles of
practical citizenship and independence,
being subject largely to the men who
pose as their local leaders. Neverthe-
less, they are sturdy workers, indus-
trious, and thrifty, and will assuredly
play a large part in the building of
the West. They are, 8o far as indus-
trial worth goes, a more desirable
class of settlers than the Doukhobors.
GROWING MORE INDEPENDENT.

The day is coming, too, when the
Galicians will be a political factor to
reckon with. Of late, there has arisen
among them a feeling of independ-
ence, and some of the men best fitted
to be leaders have been thinking for
themselves. The result of this is a
resentment against any attempt at
political coercion, and it is quite pos-
sible that as election time draws
round again, the Galician vote will ke
found less pliable than heretofore. A
sign of a change is also afforded Ly a
project now under way to «stablish
an independent Galician newspaper in
Edmonton, of which Gouda, a Ilcecal
Galician, who has rnade scine reputa-
tion  as a poet and who for several
years has served as kookkeeper for an
Edmonton business firm, is {0 be edi-
tor.

The educational development of the
Galacians has proved to be something
of a problem. School work among these
people have centered chiefly in Win-
nipég, the Manitoba provincial Ruth-
enian school at Brandon having been
opened only a few months ago. At
about the same time a school was op-
ened in Edmonton of the Synod of Al-
berta, the question of conducting this
work on different lines was discussed
at length. Involved with it is the larg-
er question of religious affiliations of
the Galicians who throughout the
whole west are now: hasitating between
the orthodox Greek churd¢h and the for-
mation of an independent Protestant
body, or the continuation of their or-
thodox connections and the probable
drawing into closer wunion with the
Catholics. It is evident enough with
the church, that the Galiclans of
western Canada are beginning to feel
their own powers.

MANY SETTLERS FROM STATES.

Another notable feature of this sea-
sons immigration is the coming in of a
much larger number than usual of in-
tending settlers from thé Western
States. This applies indeed, to all of
the West as well as to the Edmonton
district and from Winnrpeg west the
immigration and publicity offices are
receiving large numbers of enquiries
from men who want to know about the
Canadian west. Several advance parties
have already come to Edmonton, and
the country north and west of here will
be a favorite objective point.

It is noteworthy too, that the in-
quiries this year indicate a somewhat
different dntention om the part of the

American farmers who are now lsoking
for homestead lands instead of buying
as has hitherto been very largely the
case. This is no doubt partly due to
the money stringency and does not ne-
cessarily indicate that a poorer class (f
men are coming. A different class of
homestead land is also being taken up
just now as instead of following the
lines of existing railroads, applicants
are now looking for land in the new
country which is to be opened up hy
the new transcontinental and branch
lines of the Canadian Pacific. It has
bee said during the past year or two
that the homestead lands of the west
had been nearly all taken up, but the
opening of new country to the west
has furnished ancther large area c¢f
territory for incoming settlers and
the land cffices still have enough to
do in the allotment of homesteads and
the placing of settlers.

WAY TO AVOTD HARD TIMES,

At the present time the farmers
known in the Western States as
“renters,” which is to say men who
rent farms instead of owning them,
are putting in their crops, but as soon
as this is done large numbers of them
will come north to look over the land
in the Canadian West. Many of these
will, while here, n.ake homestead en-
try, and will then go back to their
rented farms and prepare to come
across the line when they have gath-
ered their crops in the fall. Thus the
money stringency will not materially
affect this pnase of the American im-
migration movement, fcr whereas a
owner might have great difficulty at
the present time in seliing his farm,
a renter can easily leave it to go to a
farm of his own which costs him noth-
ing. During the month of May there
will be a considerable movement of
landseekers fro:n the Western States,
some of whom will coms to Central
Alberta, and choose permanent homes
hereabouts.
NO FEAR OF AMERICANIZATION.

Very little is heard nowadays about
the dangers of an American invasion.
It was ever a fanciful bugbear, but
both last year and this the influx of
American farmers has been very well
balanced by British arrivals and oth-
ers. The number of Englishmen in
and around Edmonton Fras now be-
come very considerable, and some of
them, it must be admitted, are not of
the type that the West looks to to
build it up. The Dominion-wide dis-
cussion as to the comparative merits
of the Englishman and t hehtoer-man
has figured here as elsewhere, and ths
Lonors have been divided. The normal
type of Britisher who tome to Alberta
is, however, a good fellow and will not
suffer in any way by comparison with
the man from the States.
