With Food and Clothing — Interesting Storles
of Parislan Life,

PARIS, Jan. 18—Liberty, HNquality

and Fraternity are written in large
letters - over the public bulldings of
France, and as far as human ambition
and selfiskness will allow, are fairly
wiell practised all over the country. A
striking example of thow the people
éxercise one of these qualities “Fra-
ternity’’ is given by the "Cantines
Soolaires,” or School Canteen, of Paris.
It is an entirely volunteer organiza~
tion, apart from the municipal govern-
ment, which serves up some 15,000,000
meals to the school children of Paris
during the scholastic year. It s net,
strictly speaking, a public charity, nor
a work of mere philanthropy; it is best
described as the outcome of a spirit of
social solidarity and fraternity, two-
thirds of the meals so distributed be- |
ing given free of charge. |

The origin of the institution can be
traced to the law of 1832, which made
primary irstruction obligatory In
France. The objection raised against
this law was that the poorer classes
of the workpeople could not afford to |
send their children to school regularly,
and could not feed and clothe them
like their more prosperous neighbors,
Meetings were held in the principal
maliries, at which it was decided that
an appeal should bs made to all the
better-off residents in each arrondisse-
ment to subscribe to a common fund
to help their neighbors’ children, feed-
ing and clothing them, if necessary, to
enable .them to attend school, and the
“Calsse des Icoles” was found&d,which
among other excellent works, organis-
ed the “Cantines Bcholaires.”

The “Calsss des Ecoles” has been
wonderfully successful during the last
thirty-five years, Though: a voluntary
organization, it is in- close relation
with the municipal government, oc-
ci:pying mostly rooms of'its adminis-
tration at each of the muiries, and is
subject to the Prefecture of the Seine
in so far as the annual inspection and
control of its expenses are concerned.
Apart from the feeding of the children,
it supplies something like 100,000 pairs
of boots, shoes and golokhes a year,
.maintains public dispensaries for
children where, in addition to medi-
cines and consultations, it supplies free
baths and douches; it oonducts a
number of orphanages, and has also
succeeded in establishing fresh air
funds and paying for the excursions of
large groups of children t0 the coun-
try or seashore during the vacations.

The French medical mission which
was gent out to the French Congo last
year in order to study the extent of
the prevalence of sleeping sickness in
the case both of human beings and of
animals in that colony, have presented
a preliminary report. The disease has
been studied in #ts various stages by
the chief of the expedition, Dr. Martin,
and his aseistants, and the beneficial
propeaties of atoxyl, when administer-
ed in their earller stages, have been
fully confirmed. Introvenous injections
of emetitc salts have also been attend-
ed with good results. Mosquitdes, as
well as the tsetse fly, are made respon-
sible for fhve transmission of the dis-
ease, and the natives will be recom-
mended to use mosquito nets. All the
European officials have - received a
number of prophylactic instructions
of a practical kind, which have been
published in a special supplement to
the officlal gazette of the colony. De-
forestation, especially in the neighbor-
hood of rvnning water, is recommend-
ed as one of the best means of check-
ing the propagation of the tsetse fly.

Criminality has been immensely pop-
ular on the French stage of late, but
during the last week it has permeated
to the front of the house, and Paris
managers are thinking of putting up
the familar notice, “Beware of Pilck-
pockets,” which three words every
Frenchman understands, whether he
knows more English a not. There is
apparently a gang of clever pickpock-
ets which operates Detween the last
two aots In the aris theatres just
now. For this wdsk pockets have been
emptied at the Gymnase, the Renais-
sance, and the Vaudevills, while peo-
ple are looking for their coats at the
cloak counters. The other day a gen-
tleman had his pocketbook taken at
the Theatre Antoine.He spent the next
overing at the theatre da la Renais-
sance, and when he went to get his
coat, noticed a man beside him whom
he remembered as having been suspici-
ously close to him in the cloak-room
on the evening before. As their eyes
anet, the two men laid hold of one an-
other by the collar and called for the
police. Both had been victims at the
Theatre Antoine. But the funniest part
of the story is that the real thief must
have been near, too, for when they
raised their outcry somebody they did
not see dropped a pocketbook with $300
in it at their feet. And the owner of
the pocketbook has not yet been found.

There Is still ons man in Paris who
can boast of having had his cars pull-
ed and his cheeks pinched as a boy by
Napoleon I, and that is Jean Plerre
Schamel, an inmate of a poor-house at
Ivry. He is now nearly 103 years of
age, and his father held ths all-impor-
tan: post nf conc'erge of the Chateau
of Verseilles auring the reign of Na~
poleon, Jean Plerre Schaniel was born
at the chateau early in 1807, and when
he was five or six years old he 1remems~
bers often seeing the Emperor in the
park, Jean Pierre had a fancy for
climbing trees, and one day he happen-
ed to have torn his breeches, when the !
Emperor caught him and gently pulled
his ears. Whenever Napoleon saw him
in the gardens afterwards he used to
pinch his cheek, and ask hlm if he had
trees that day.
