Paris, March 5.—Official announce­
ment Is made that Adolphe Pegoud, 
the famous French aviator, has been 
awarded the military medal for serv­
ices rendered the army during the 
war.

announcement says that Pe* 
goud, on several occasions pursued 
enemy aeroplanes, and on February 
2 attacked, at a great height and 
caused the fall of a German machine. 
Soon afterwards he attacked two other 
aeroplanes, causing the first to fall 
and the second to land.

Adolph Pagoud first came into fame 
in 1913 as the originator of the feat 
of flying upside down in an aeroplane, 
while making experiments for obtain­
ing safety in the air. A short time 
later he enhanced his reputation for 
daring, by performing for the first 
time by any aviator, the feat of loop-

. AMERICAN TEXTILE 
MEN AGREE TO 

BRITAIN’S TERMS

London, Mar. 6—Except In the Cen­
tral Beskld Pass of the Carpathians, 
where the fierce Austrian attacks 
have moderated somewhat, the Rus­
sians are now ou the offensive along 
the whole length of their extremely 
long line, from the Baltic Sea to the 
Roumanian border. Apparently they 
have definitely disposed of the Ger­
man and Austrian attempts to outflank 
their two extreme wings, and, having 
turned, are making slow but steady 
progress westward.

After retiring right back to the 
Dniester river, the Russians again 
have crossed Into Bukowtna and are 
unofficially reported to be back in 
Csernowitz, which military men say Is 
extremely probable, ag they already 
had captured Sadagora, a few miles to 
the northeast of the capital. Further 
to the west they are again in possess­
ion erf Stanislau, and have crossed the 
Lukwa river, a forward step which, in 
the opinion of military experts, prob­
ably will compel the Austrians to 
evacuate Bukowina.

In the Beskid, Tukholka and Uzsok 
Passes the Austro-Germans are in 
possession of strong positions whence 
they are continually attacking the 
Russians, while in the western passes, 
especially the Dukla, the Russians 
are on the Hungarian slopes, where 
the fighting has degenerated into 
trench warfare. The Russians are 
sending large reinforcements to this 
southern line.
Advancing Alto In Northern Poland
In Northern Poland the Russians 

are advancing slowly westward from 
the Niemen river, and the Germans 
are fighting a rear-guard action. Only 
at one point Is the German attack be­
ing seriously pressed—against the 
fortress ofl Ossowetz. Here the Ger­
mans can use their railway from Lyck,

and there is a good road across the 
marshes, but with their armies falling 
back on either side they cannot re­
main long, British military experts 
say.

To the south, according to a Berlin 
despatch the Germans have evacuated 
Myszyniec, which is right on the East 
Prussian border, northwest of Lomza, 
while further west, near Mlawa they 
are believed, actually to have crosse* 
the border, after a defeat at Przssny- 
sz. The Russians also show revived 
activity in Central Poland, and have 
attacked the Germans east of Plods 
and near Skiemiewice, southwest oC 
Warsaw.

In the western theatre the Anglo- 
French armies, like those of their 
Russian ally, are doing most of the 
attacking, but latterly without appar^ 
ently making any further progress, 
although they claim to have repulsed 
German attacks, which were delivered 
in an effort to regain lost ground.

The sinking of the German subma­
rine U-8, as officially announced today, 
makes the fourth of these vessels to 
be sunk by British warships since the 
beginning of the war, the others be­
ing tiie U-15, the U-18 and one rammed 
by the destroyer Badger off the Bel­
gian coast. It is believed that a 
French destroyer also sank one, and 
the captains of two British merchant­
men are claiming the prizes offered 
for the first merchant captain to ac­
count for a hostile submarine.

The claim of the captain of the 
steam collier Thordis, in connection 
with which the Admiralty says he 
probably sank a submarine, is being 
disputed by the captain of the gtea 
mer Alstow, who says he previously 
sank one.

took prisoners.

"We captured 600 metres (about 650 
yards) of trenches with a depth of 
200 metres beyond the group which 
lies northeast of Mesnil, and made 
progress in the adjoining woods. Finally 
we gained possession of several 
trenches in the ravines, northwest of 
Beausejour. According to prisoners' 
accounts the enemy's losses were ex­
tremely high. The morale of our 
troops was excellent

“In the Argonne region, at Van- 
quols, we made important progress In 
the western portion of the village, the 
only part w'here the Germans still 
hold their ground.

“In the forest of Le Pretre a German 
attack was easily repulsed. In the re­
gion of Badonvillers and In the region 
of Celles our attacks made headway, 
having brought us into immediate con­
tact with the enemy’s wire entangle­
ments. We repulsed a counterattack.

“In Alsace at Hartmann-Weilerkopf, 
we captured a trench, a small fort and 
two machine guns."

Paris, March 5, via London, March 
6.—The French official statement is­
sued here tonight says:

"In Belgium, in the region of the 
Dunes, we have organized solidly the 
advanced trench taken by us yester­
day. The Germans attempted to push 
forward their trenches into contact 
with ours, but twelve times our fire 
dispersed them.

“To the north of Arras, our counter­
attacks in the region of Notre Dame 
De Lorotte were crowned with com­
plete success. On Thursday evening 
we captured a machine gun company. 
On Friday, the enemy made a new at­
tack but we pushed them back, regain­
ed the lost positions which had been 
for two days In their possession and 
made numerous prisoners.

"Rhêims has been bombarded all day 
long."

“In Champagne, In the region of 
Perthes, we made marked progress. 
On Thursday evening a company of 
the German guards became surround­
ed In our lines and was captured. On 
Friday we gained ground on the whole

turning to Rotterdam on Ac­

count of Broken Machinery.

Lady Recently Arrived in Can­
ada from Liverpool Given 

Surprise on Her Landing. '
London, March 6.—According to the 

Daily Express it is reported that the 
Dutch steamer Nooderdyk, which was 
returning to Rotterdam with broken 
machinery, after having sailed for the 
United States, has been torpedoed in 
the English Channel.

The Nooderdyk, a Holland-Amert- 
can line freighter, sailed from Rotter­
dam on March 2 for New York, Balti­
more and Newport News. On Thurs­
day she was reported as turning back 
for Rotterdam, while off the Isle of 
Wight, for the purpose of making 
repairs to her machinery. Twice dur­
ing the last two months the Nooder­
dyk lias .gone aground, but has been 
pulled each time. On January 
13, while leaving Port Talbot, England, 
for Baltimore, she went ashore In the 
harbor. She was refloated the next 
day and proceeded. On her return 
voyage to Rotterdam from the United 
States, she went aground on February 
24 in Rotterdam harbor.

Toronto, Mar. 6.—A lady who re­
cently came to Canada from Liverpool 
tells a remarkable story of German es­
pionage.

March 6.—ConsternationLondon,
reigns at Constantinople and the 
Turks and Germans, realising that 
they are powerless to prevent the al­
lied fleet from forcing a passage of 
the Dardanelles, are hastily dismantl­
ing some forts In the Strait to obtain 
material for strengthening places on 
an Island in the Sea of Marmora, 
near the entrance erf the Bosphorus, 
which la to be placed In a state of 
siege, according to a despatch In the 
Dally News from Its Bucharest cor 
respondent The telegram continues:

"Every one recognizes that these 
military preparations at the last hour 
can In no sense prove effective. It Is 
well known, too, that there 1» a lack 
of munitions. The population, already 
suffering, privations and receiving an 
insufficient ration of bread, made of a 
mixture of wheat and maize, holds the 
Germans responsible for its miseries. 
Agitations, conducted by the Hadjis 
In Stamboul, are growing numerous. 
Greek families have hastily left Con­
stantinople. Since yesterday more 
than fifty German officers, travelling 
from Turkey to Berlin, passed through 
Bucharest.

“Roumanla is following with the 
closest Interéet, the allies action lu 
the Dardanelles and Russia’s activities 
In Galicia. The government still re­
frains from making a pronouncement. 
It has just Introduced a bill for the 
opening of a credit of $40,000,000 for 
the army. Generals who would this 
year pass Into the reserve, are being 
retained, and already the 1916 class 
recruits is being called up."
