The letter was sent 
from Spencer Ward, General Hospital, 
Billing Road, Northampton, Eng., and 
In part eaye: L .

“At last 1 am settled in a hospital 
in * Blighty,’ or -better known as Eng­
land, anti I am feeling a lot better.
I am glad to get away from France 
with Its noise, mud and bloodshed, 
for awhile at least I am improving 
rapidly, with the excellent care that 
is given to a soldier here. I will now 
tell you of some of the places we were 
In while In France.

“First and foremost we sailed from 
the port of Southampton on Septem­
ber let 1916, and arrived at LaHarve 
on the 2nd, entrained that night and 
travelled to a rest camp. We stopped 
there for two or three days, then we 
marched to Albert stopping over night 
and it was here that I experienced 
my first taste of shell fire. Starting 
again In the morning, we travelled by 
lorrie, to a place called Malley Mally, 
on the Somme front From there we
