Little Fellows Fired Last Round of
~ Ammunition and Charged.

Terrible Hind to Hand Corfiict Ensued--Russlans Swept
from Their Guns and Sixty-eight Canncns and Ten
Quick-firers Were Captured --Victors Lost 3,500
‘Men~--Czar’s Troops Lost Heavily, Too.

Tokio, May 29, 6 p. m.—The d'ei.;ails of
the fighting at- Kin Chou emphasize the
heroic tenacity of the Japanese in their
 conduct at Nanshan Hill

Nine successive times the Japanese
i charged the fortified heights in the face
iof a storm of death-dealing missiles and
in their last effort they carried the forts
‘and trenches only after a bayonet to bay-
onet conflict with the Russians, who made
a desperate despairing struggle to beat
back the oncoming hordes. ;

1he final assault of the Japanese, in
‘which they at last succeeded in taking
-possession, was marked by the most des-
perate hand+to:hand ' encounter that has
thus far characterized the war.

The Japanese left wing throughout the
| entire action until night, was exposed to
‘an_enfilading fire from the Russian infan-
try, a gunboat on Talien Wan Bay, and
‘four nine-centimetre guns posted at sui-
senochen.

Japs Fired Last of Their Ammunition.

‘At a critieal moment the ammunition of
the artillery ran low and it was decided
to cast the remaining ammunition into one
‘final desperate assault.

Fortunately, however, at the moment
this - decision was reached, the Japanese
squadron in Kin Chou Bay, which had
wcensed . bombarding when the infanry had
first moved forward, suddenly resumed the
shelling of Nanshan Hill.

Then it was that the issues of the day
were ‘determined—at ‘a moment when the
outcome was Huttering bebween success
and-defeat for Japan—and an almost cer-
tain repulse was converted into victory so
complete that the forces of the Czar were
swept into confusion and disorderly re-
treat. With all the Japanese guns center-
ing their fire upon the Nanshan forts and
trenches the Cape infantry sprang over
the bodies of their comrades who had
sacrificed their lives in the preceding
ffruitless charges. The entire line rushed
forward toward the Russian left where
the fire of the Japanese squadron had
‘proved most deadly and which was ..¢
first' to weaken under the death-dealing
‘bombardment, and it was there that the
first breach was made in the human wall
that all day had been an invincible bar
rier tb the impetucus assaults of the
brown man.

It was the fourth division of the Osaka
men that stormed the Rusisan left. It had
once been said that Osaka men were not
brave. It will never be said again.

Japs Desperate Bayonet Charge.

The first division ‘of Tokio, which had
the center and the third division of Nag-
oya, occupying the left and which had
been expecsed all day to the Russian fire
‘against the front flink, now followed the
example of the Osaka men rushed for-
ward and the battle became transformed
from an artillery duel into one of personal
conflicts with the bayonet as the instru-
.ment of war. On every parapet the re-
isistless, death-defying Japanese surged for-
‘ward in increasing numbers, and hustling
ithe Russians from their entrenchments,
swept them off the hill. At 7.30' o’clock,as
‘the sun was sinking beneath the horizon,
the flag of the Land of the Rising Sun
‘floated above the bloody-sodden Nanshan
Hill while the shouts of “Banzai” swelled
from hill to hill and re-echoed from squad-
‘ron to fort.

“The Japanese paid for their victory in
3,500 killed and wounded. To the Russians,
‘the humiliation of defeat was intensified
by the loss of sixty-eight canmon and ten
b machine ‘guns, while lying dead in tne
forts and trenches were 50 men, the vic-
.tims of the accuracy of Japanese long-
idistance marksmanship and of close range
ifighting. -
i Qeneral Oku in ‘command of © the Jap-
‘anese began his aggressive movement on
ithe Russian position at midnight on Wed-
‘nesday. He assigned the fourth division to
the right with instructions to swing
:around Kin Chou and move south. He
‘gave the first division the centre and the
ileft was alloted to the third division. Dur-
ing the night a terrible thunder storm, ac-
companied by a heavy rain, broke over the
‘advancing army and impeded the move-
iment of the men. Lt had been planned to
begin the fire at 4.30 o’clock in the morn-
ing, but a dense fog had followed the
‘storm and it was an hour later before all
of the artillery under (General Uchiyama
iopened cn Nanshan Hill. A detachment
.scized Kin Chou Castle and then the en-
‘tire -infantry force gradually moved for-
ward.

The gunners on the fortified heights were
not slow in giving smart responses to the
Japanese attack and soon a vigorous fire
and counter fire were in pregress, to which
the big guns of the Japanese squadrcn lent
‘a noisy chime. At 6 o’clock the atmos-
phere had cleared up sufficiently for the
naval marksmanship to work effectively.

I'or three hours the shelling from Bay
and shore and the repiying from the forts
continued without interruption and then
the Russian fire abated.

The cessation of the firing on the hill was
a signal for a forward movement of the
troops below and the attacking batteries
.changed their positions to secure better
ranges. At 11 o’clock a zone varying from
300 to 500 yards width separated the Jap-
anese and Russian lines and the rest of the

'day ‘was spent by assailing forces. crossing
the fire-swept zone. A Russian gunboat in
Talien Wan Bay opened fire on the Jap-
anese left at 10 o’clock in the forenoon
.and continued firing for five hours.

Russians Reinforced,

Five Russian steamers attempted to land
their crews near Hung Tu Ai, but the
third division stopped them. In the mean-
time four heavy guns at Tafangchen found
the range of the third division and kept
shelling it until 7 o’clock in the evening.
The artillery with the third division vainly
endeavored to reach these guns but failed
on account of the darkness. In the main
attack the Japanese artillery econtinued

she}ﬂing Nanshan Hill, seeking.to destroy {

entanglements and otherwise clear the way
of the ‘infantry but every time the in-
fantry advanced the awful Russian, fire
drove them back. :

In the ‘meantime the Russians had rein-

‘forced their right under cover of the:two
field batteries previously withdrawn from. |

Nanshan with fresh infantry, whose fire
enfiladed a considerable portion of the en-
tire Japdnese line.

Critical Position for Japs.

Very critical at this time was the posi-
tion of General Oku’s forces for at the
wavering of the line under the reinforce-
ment -of the Russian infantry came reports
from the Japanese batteries that the am-
munition was almost exhausted. General
Oku reports that he knew he could not
hope to continue the battle much longer
and so decided to make an assault in force
regardless of casualties. Then the artil-
lery opened fire with the remaining am-
munition ahd the first division courageously
assaulted the Russian centre only to be
beaten back. During this time the fourth
regiment artillery had been pounding the
Russian left. Suddenly the Japanese squa-
dron began pouring shells into the Russian
left and its noisy awakening was succeed=d
by the onslaught of the fourth division on
the demoralized left wing of the defenders
and the victory was won.

The beaten forces, badly shattered, re-
treatéd toward Port Arthur, exploding the
Tafangehen magazines as they receded.

General Oku estimates that the force of
‘the enemy consisted of one line division,
two batteries of field actillery, some fort-
ress artillery and marines.

General Oku telegraphs his opinion that
the Russians intended to check the Japan-
ese advance on Nanshan in order to pro-
tect Port Arthur. | ;

Besides the big guns a miscellanedus "as-
sontment of Russian mproperty was cap-
pured. .

General Oku concluded his report by
heartily thanking the mavy for its co-op-
eration. The Japanese captured a num-
ber of Russian officers and men.

Japs Charged to the Cannon’s Mouth.

Washington, May 28—The Japanese le-
gation this afternoon received the follow-
ing despatch: - .

“Tokio, May 28—The following are fur-’
ther details of the attack on Kin Chow:
The attack on the ememy &t Nanshamn hill
commenced at 2.35 a. m., of the-25th.
The enemy’s defensive works were of al-
‘most permanent nature and their artillery
consisted ‘of fifty guns of varmious calibres
and two quick-firing field artillery com-
panys.. Their: infantry ranged in two or
three lines in covered trenches with loop-
holes, and placed machine guns on import-
ant points and offered a stubborn resist:
ance. We ranged all our field guns upon
the forts and -the enemy’s principal artil-
lery, and silenced eleven of them, while
quick-firers - previously retired to Nank-
wanklin until night, our artillery concen-

‘trated firq upon the enemy’s trenches and
‘our infantry forces advanced within four
“or five hundred metres from the enemy’s

position, but the wire entanglements and
mines lay before us and the enemy’s in-
fantry, and the machine guns, svhich yet
remained unabated, kept up firing upon
us.
“Finally our infantry forces approached
within 200 metres from the enemy’s posi-
tion and tried several charges;, but these
proved unsuccessful, officers and men all
falling within twenty or thirty metres
from the ememy’s position. Thereupon

lour artillery began a heavy firing, and in

the evening during severest cannonading,
the last charge was made and the breach
was opened with great difficulty through
which we gained the whole height, expell-
ed the enemy, and captured all the guns
in the forts. One of the fortunate inci-

dents in the attack was the discovery of’

a mine wire at the eastern foot of Ham-
shan Hill, the cutting of which prevented
heavy loss.”

Oku's Captures Were Big, But His Losses
Heavy. ’

' Washington, May 20—The following
cablegram has been received at the Japan-
ese Legation: :
“Tolkio, May 20—General Oku, com-
manding the army attacking Kinchow, re-
ports that in the attack on Nanshan Hill
the fourth division formed the right wing,
the second division the left wing and une
first division the centre. The enemy con-
sisted of one division of the field army,
es iof field artillery, besides
