Finish
what you begin. Mature your plans in ad-
vance, adhere to them except as ecxperience
nnperatively requires & change.

6. Rewmewber tbat in things temporal,
and in onc scpse, in things spiritual, we
best Lelp others by tcaching them to help
themwselves. It is better to give work than
alms, to teach neatness and thrift than to
encourage carclessnces and waste. So in
spiritual concerns, it is all important that
people be led to become doers as  well
as hecarers of the Word, to wait upon
the Lord in active obedicuce, to his will for
the influcnee of his spirit, rather than to
expect thesc influcnces when slothful and
inactive.

7. Remember that the rich, the refined,
the intelligent are often, not less thau the
poor and peglected, as sheep without a shep-
herd, and that they are to be one to the
fold by loving prayers and kindly offices.

S8 'we think we ha ne'éelr
phere s0 upiversally damp as it has been
the last week in July and so far into Aug-
ust. Doors, windows. drawers, that never
were troublesome before, have become im-
movable, or at least unueable. Curpets and
clothing in rooms ordinarily dry, have be-
come moldy to an extent ncver before wit-
nessed. A pair of boots or shoes pulled off
at night and left in their ordinary place,
have entirely changed color in a siogle
night, and frow black have become decided-
ly blue. And this moldiness is not confin-
| ed to the inside of houses. A coat left out
over pight upon the clothes'-line to air was
found almost covered with blue mold in the
morning. Grapes have rotted and are stiil
rotting in the vicinity of New York to a de-
gree quite unprecedented, and we hear of
the same thing in Ciocinvati. Butehers,
we think, will agree with us, that meat has
never spoiled so quickly as it has in Aug-
ust, 1863

And this humid condition of the atmes
phere is by no meauns confined to New York
and vicinity. It is wentioned in many ex-
changes. It molds, rusts, mildews, and
will damage property iwmmensely if not
checked. The best remedy we can advise
is fire. Build hot fires, as fur as possible
all over the house, raising tho tempcrature
very high before you opon the doors and
windows.

The Flax Crop-

The flax crop of the United States this
year will be larger than ever before raised
1 this cousntry, and inquiries are made as
to the best way of disposing of it. One of our
exchanges advises the farmer, after thrash-
ing out his seed, to stack the straw care-
fully, protect the stacks with boards, or a
good thatch, and await the cominz of cus-
tomers, who will a betweea this and
the close of the year. It is important that
the straw be kept dry, otherwise it will rot,
and the fibre be destroyed. From present

will be demand for every ton of flax raised ;
and farmers wiil do well to preserve all
their straw in good coadition. The pre-
paration of fibre had better be left for thase
who make that their special business. In
view of the increasing importance of flax
cousequent upon the suspepsios of cottom
ind see if they cannot proffice improvement
in flax dressing machinery. The field for
this class of inventions seems to be a good
one.

dians eettled at Devon, do herby give our
protest against the introdaction of rum, or
any iutoxicating spirits at our settlement,
acting herein acoording to the expressed
wishes of the majority of our people. We
lament the evil consequences resulting from
the use of spiritucus liquors, and knowing
that some amongst us are unable to resist
the temptation of drinking them when ac-
cessible, we do urge you as you value mor-
ality, and oaght from every consideration
to strive to maintain it amongst the natives
of the country, that henceforth for the pur-
poses of trade, you do send us dry goods
and provisions, but not intoxicating liquors
of any kind ; and we request you in this
matter to act unani ly. We do not yet
g0 to the extent of adopting as our deter-
mination the suggestion that has been made
in our assembly—that we should break

Sometimes, howev-
er, an unusually cautious gentleman would,
Just for the form's sake, stop to read what
he was signing, which turned oat to be
simply a note for five dollars, payable to
somebody or bearer, in three months from
date.  Of course he couldn’t quite see
why he should give his note for five dollars,
when his churn was to cost him bat a dol-
lar and a half; but this was cxplained on
the ground that the note was only in the
nature of an indemnifying boad, to cnsare
their acting in good faith, &e.  This ex-
planation, given in such a blaund and gentle-
manly mauner, was satisfactory, and our
hero would bow himself out with the promise
that the churns would be forthcoming in a
few days, or as soon as the “‘cows came in.”
