THE MINISTER OF AGRICUL.

The Minister of Agriculture's report says 
the Department of Agriculture and Statis­
tics, heretofore much neglected, he regards 
as most important to the publie service, and 
merits special attention from men charged 
with the administration of public affairs, 
claims to have introduced changes to make 
the department more efficient, and at the 
same time, reduced the number of employ­
ees and diminished the expenses by some 
thousand dollars.

it is said to be beyond the memory of the 
oldest man, that so mild a winter ever 
passed over Sweden as the one now on its 
third month. I have myself seen no such 
winter since I left Cincinnati ; and I never 
saw so warm a one, for months together, 
without interruption, excepting in the south­
ern states.

I had been marvelling for months upon 
this singular phenomenon, wondering about 
the cause, for I never can see any new event 
without looking for its origin, when I fell 
in with an old Swedish sea captain, who 
told me that the remarkable mildness of the 
season is owing to the prevalence of 
south and south-west winds, which I then 
remembered had been blowing here since 
the middle of November.

These winds it will be noticed, come in 
the direction of the Gulf stream, and roll 
the waters of it in greatly augmented vol- 

therefore, a flood of warm water, which, 
like any other flood, must flow off and spread 
abroad into parts not reached by it on ordi­
nary occasions. But this warm deluge has 
nowhere to go, in this case, except to spread 
out and form a layer over the colder waters 
of these northern regions. With the cold 
seas of the north thus concealed, and with 
an atmosphere warmed by this covering of 
heated water, the climate here must be ren­
dered very different from its usual condi­
tion; and the consequence is, as the old 
captain asserted, the remarkable winter now 
passing.

The theory seemed natural on its first 
announcement, and it was greatly confirm­
ed a little time afterward, when I saw in 
the newspapers of Sweden that the people 
on the coast are, this winter, catching fish, 
which are known to belong exclusively to 
the waters of the Gulf stream. Next came 
the report that a Gulf stream shark, such 
as is never seen Excepting in that great river 
of the sea, had been caught by some fisher­
men in the harbor of Gottenburgh, on the 
southern coast of Sweden; and this is just 
where such an animal would be likely to 
tend, on the hypothesis of the captain, on 
his way along with the overflowing current 
of warm water ; for having pushed its way 
round Ireland and England, and swept 
over the German Ocean, its next natural 
outlet would be the Baltic, through the 
Cattegat and the straits at Elsinore.

Such is the beautiful provision of nature, 
by this apparatus of the Gulf stream, of 
warming these boreal lands, and making 
them not only inhabitable but beautiful; 
and when an unusual force impels this ma­
chinery to more than its customary indus- 
try, the result is such a winter in the north 
as we are now enjoying.

Bui how warm is it ? you ask, and very 
naturally, since ho and cold are only com­
parative terms without a fixed standard. 
Well, in the first place, we have had no 
snow to speak of, but all rain, since the 
coming in of winter. Then, in the next 
place, we have had no ice thick enough to 
make slating on any part of the river pas­
sing through Stockholm, and till within a 
few days no ice at all. The middle of the 
stream Las not been frozen; and it is now 
all open on the forth of February, with the 
little ster mers here plying across it as in the 
summer. The grass, too, is green and 
growing; the buds on the trees commenced 
swelling nearly a mouth ago, and they now 
look green when opened. The door-yards 
of the lawns about the public buildings, are 
as green as growing grass ever is in spring. 
Think of that readers, for nearly the six­
tieth degree of north latitude io the very 
midnight of winter !

Grafting Wax.
As the time is ow approaching when 

fruit-grafting will commence, we hereby 
publish what has been found by us to ans­
wer the purpose admirably:—

Five parts of rosin ; one part beeswax; 
one part tallow.

Melt these in a skillet, tin cup, or any 
metal vessel ; the skillet being preferable ,1 
it can be handled better, and the wrz keeps 
warm longer in it. Melt these over a fire 
and mix together well. When the scions 
are se* —say as many as twenty or thirty, 
or as few as is wished—have the mixture 
ready and apply it warm with a small wood­
en paddle. See that every part is covered 
and the air completely excluded. It re­
quires no bandage.

We have made the wax in different pro­
portions to the above but we find these to 
be best adapted to the purpose. The object 
to be attained is to have the wax of such 
consistency that it will not crack in the cold

Raise Flax.
The exceeding high price to which cotton 

and flax have gone up, makes it worthy of 
the attention of our farmers. Cotton has 
increased to more than five times its 
usual price, and that of flax about three 
times. We cannot raise the former in this 
latitude; but we can the latter, which for 
many uses is a substitute. When muslin 
could be bought for 6 to 10 cents per yard, 
and country linen 15 to 20 cents, few far­
mers were willing to trouble themselves 
with the cultivation of flax ; but things have 
very much changed and we doubt whether 
any other crop would be half as profitable 
and at the same time as sure.

We have before us a statement handed to 
us by Mr. Bently, of the product of three 
acres sown in flax last year, by a gentlemen 
in Ohio, who has been in the habit of rais­
ing flax for years, together with a few hints 
as to its-culture. Here they are, and if 
our farmers do not raise a patch, al) we

Although lip ted 
it has been conducted on a sound basis, and 
is now in a healthy condition. The under­
signed feels no apprehension, therefore, with 
regard to the willingness or power of the 
province to sustain just and well-considered 
measures for preser ing the public credit 
unimpaired, and adjusting the income and 
expenditure by the only basis which is com­
patible with economy in administration, and 
lasting prosperity in public affairs.

Two years ago, flax only brought 
six cents per pound, now it is seventeen, 
and besides this the reader will sec that we 
have allowed the farmer good wages for all 
he does. With only ten bushels of seed 
and 400 pounds of dressed flax to the acre, 
the product would be $84 to the acre.

If the season is favorable it is safe to esti- 
mate 12 bushels of seed to the acre will 
yield as high as 15 bushels, and when the 
straw is good will yield 500 pounds dressed 
flax to the acre. Corn stubble is good for 
flax ; it does very well on sod, if ploughed 
early. The ground wanta to be well har­
rowed and put in good order. Sow from 
three quarters to one bushel per acre. Gen­
erally sow when you do cats, early sowing 
has done best of late.—New Brighton Times.
